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Landfill Zoning Will Tighten City Regulations


The Trotwood Planning Commission has forwarded to city council their recommendation to amend the zoning rules regarding landfills and dumps in reaction to concerns that Waste Management may try to locate a landfill in Trotwood.  City council will consider the zoning changes at the January 18th (Tuesday) meeting beginning at 7:30pm in the Trotwood Community Center.


Citizens opposed to landfills have been speaking at nearly every city council meeting since test wells appeared on a 600-acre tract of land along Little Richmond Road last year.  It was later confirmed that the land had been purchased by a holding company for Waste Management with the intention to seek approval for a landfill.


Trotwood council hired the law firm of Eastman & Smith to review the city’s zoning ordinance as it pertains to landfill uses.  Attorney Dick Plessner of the firm and Trotwood’s planning and zoning administrator Steve Olmsted presented recommended amendments to the zoning regulations to the planning commission in December.


According to information supplied by the planning department the amendments provide specific criteria that affect the size and intensity of solid waste facilities, and allow for the evaluation of overall impacts of the facilities on the city, including an evaluation of all adverse impacts.


The proposed rules would conditionally allow solid waste facilities only in the Light Industrial zoning district, which is primarily along Wolf Creek Pike east of Olive Road.  The new regulations would also limit the facility to 50 acres with a maximum height of 50 feet.  The property currently under consideration by Waste Management is zoned Agricultural.


Residents have been concerned by the language, which is similar to the challenges of providing zoning control over adult entertainment businesses and to some extent cellular telephone towers.  Federal legislation and recent case law provide for the rights of these types of businesses.  Local zoning laws have been modified in recent years to give local jurisdictions better control of where these types of operations will be allowed.


“I am interested in facilitating the consideration of zoning amendments that allow for reasonable use of land in our community, while protecting our citizens and natural resources,” said Olmsted.  “I am not aware of any other communities that have landfill requirements this comprehensive.”


If the city council adopts the proposed changes next week it appears to Totally Trotwood that Waste Management may not be able to proceed with the Little Richmond Road site. 

Red Light Cameras For High Accident Areas


Accident reduction in other communities have Trotwood City Council considering traffic enforcement cameras after a presentation this week by Redflex Traffic Systems.  The Redflex program utilizing cameras to catch speeders and red light runners has resulted in a 25-40% decrease in accidents in Toledo.


Trotwood Police Chief Mike Etter reported there were 579 traffic accidents here in 2004.  The highest concentration of these accidents is at 8 intersections on Salem Avenue and the Connector (State Rt. 49).  Etter said a majority of these accidents are also speed related.


According to Etter’s report the greatest number of crashes was twenty-five at Rt 49 and Shiloh Springs.  On Thursday afternoon this reporter witnessed an SUV run that red light while taking pictures of the intersection.


Under the Redflex program the company will provide and install the cameras at no cost to the city.  Violations captured by the cameras will be forwarded to the city police department.  After review by a police officer a notice of the civil violation will be mailed to the car’s owner.  Redflex will retain a portion of each fine paid for providing the system.


Joe Moore of Redflex said part of the form mailed with the violation explains the owner’s rights if they were not driving the car when the violation occurred.  The car owner can sign an affidavit that nominates another person to receive the ticket.


Each violation is recorded by 3 still photos and a 12-second full motion video that not only show the position of the car and traffic signal, but include the speed of the vehicle with a time stamp.


Moore, a former Trotwood resident, said the best part of the Redflex system is “to reduce the number of accidents occurring in your city.  Much of that impact comes from the signs that accompany the cameras warning motorists that the intersection is under surveillance.


City Council asked that a proposed arrangement be negotiated and they will vote on the proposal at a future council meeting.
