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State Of City Is Mixed


One hundred residents and business leaders heard good news mixed with challenges ahead for the City of Trotwood during the Annual State of the City address delivered by Mayor Donald McLaurin.


“Most of our citizens have not yet come to grip with what we are trying to do,” said McLaurin as he kicked off the 6th annual event sponsored by the Trotwood Chamber of Commerce.  “We will work long and hard to change the hearts of our citizens.”


McLaurin asked that the community try to imagine Trotwood as a leader in the region.  “That is what the strategic plan is all about.”  “If we don’t market our successes we just won’t get there,” said McLaurin.


McLaurin thinks Trotwood’s strengths are in its various districts such as Olde Town, the commercial areas along Salem and the industrial zones along Wolf Creek Pike.


Even with some new businesses coming to Trotwood and a few business expansions he noted that it takes a million dollars in payroll to raise $22,000 in new revenue for the city.  “Our general fund revenues are just not growing.”


Another challenge facing all cities in the state is the proposed reduction or elimination of the state government funds paid each year to the cities.  “Our state legislators are spending like drunken sailors,” said Mclaurin of the state’s current budget situation.


“Everybody else is cutting, cutting, cutting, and the City of Trotwood may have to also.”  Trotwood is facing a million-dollar shortfall for 2005 and has still not settled on a final budget for this year.  “With less dollars you are looking at less personnel, there is no way around that.”


Some of the new businesses highlighted during the address were Curves, 8 Ball and Wings, and O’Danny Boy Ice Cream that will break ground in the city’s commerce park this spring.  He hopes to see hotels and office buildings throughout the Salem corridor as the new Town Center project unfolds.


He also revealed that Wal-Mart is looking to put a super center in the Trotwood community.


The complete address, delivered Monday at Cross Point United Methodist Church, was videotaped and will be broadcast next month on the government cable channel.  Participants received a commemorative coffee mug donated by Dayton Center Courts.

Teens Nabbed For String Of Robberies


Three teens were tracked to a residence in the Broadmoor subdivision last night after stealing a woman’s purse as she arrived home around 9pm.  This was the fourth robbery in the area since October and police suspect the youths are responsible for all the attacks.


The robberies occurred as residents arrived home in the evening and were walking from their car to their home.  The teens used a handgun to force their victims to comply.


Last night’s incident resulted in a prompt response from Trotwood police.  Trotwood’s K-9 unit was able to pick up the trail and led police to a home on Vaniman where the suspects were found.  The woman was unharmed during the incident.


“The residents in the Broadmoor Plat should feel a little safer,” said Captain Dan Swafford Friday morning.  Swafford said they are looking at the possibility that these suspects may be involved in other robberies outside the Broadmoor area.  The Broadmoor subdivision is located northwest of Main St and Olive Rd.
