Home made and hand dipped is the way every Valentine enjoys their candy.   And for 25 years they have been finding their treats at Nurrenbrocks Specialty Candies in Trotwood.


“There’s a gal from New Lebanon that’s been coming every Valentines Day,” said Linda Nurrenbrock as she dipped another big strawberry in the vat of white chocolate.   “She even jumped behind the counter to help in 2002 when we had one of our busiest Valentines Days.”  That year went over the top when a couple of local sales reps bought 40 pounds of strawberries for their customers.


Nurrenbrocks’ customers are loyal.  Perhaps it is the signature strawberries, which are also available, dipped in milk chocolate or dark semi-sweet.  Nurrenbrock says her favorite is the dark semi-sweet.  “Dark chocolate and fruit are a wonderful combination.”


Nurrenbrocks make most of their candies in the small kitchen at the back of the store.  There are lots of flavor combinations to choose from.  Two customer favorites are the pecan danish (similar to a Turtle) and the cordial cherry.


Her late husband Jim collected most of their recipes from Nectar Candy in Delaware Ohio.  “Jim spent several days in their shop with Nectar’s owner Mick Zanetos,” said Nurrenbrock.  And they have not fooled with a good thing, still following those original recipes.


Expect the shop to be busy this weekend as she tries to break last year’s record of 7,800 strawberries sold.  “This year the California strawberries look wonderful and oh they taste so sweet,” she exclaimed.  The candy store will also be open Sunday this year from noon to 5pm and until 7pm Monday.


There are some that still enjoy the heart shaped candy box assortments.  They will assemble the assortment of your choice while you wait in sizes starting at 1pound.  For the really big treat there is the 5 pounder for $149.


Nurrenbrocks also carries a supply of Valentines Day cards.  The store is a little harder to find since their sign blew down during the big snowstorm.  Until the new one arrives look close in the first building on Shiloh Springs Road just east of the connector.  Look for the service road just a little further east near Enterprise Rentals Cars and follow it back around to Nurrenbrocks Specialty Candies.  854-3924.

Council Honors Students and COPP Volunteers


Monday’s Trotwood council meeting began with a salute to the victorious 3rd and 4th Grade Soccer Team from Precious Blood Elementary School.  The S.A.Y. team won the State Championship for the Wings Division in November.  Members of the team and coach James Lopesti were awarded a plaque to honor their accomplishments from the City Council.


Also in attendance were members of the Harmony Lodge Masonic Temple.  Worshipful Master Ernest Neilson explained that they were there to honor the wishes of the late Derek Ali, past Worshipful Master of the lodge and Dayton Daily News Reporter.  Prior to his death last summer, Ali had asked that the lodge honor Trotwood’s Mayor Don McLaurin.  Per Ali’s request and with several members of the lodge, Neilson presented their Memorial Leadership Award – for civic and community service to Mayor McLaurin.


Five members of the Citizen on Preventative Patrol (COPP) program were honored for their outstanding 1,864 hours of volunteer service to the community in 2004.  COPP members complete a special training program to assist the Trotwood Police Department.  The volunteer members help direct traffic at accidents, responded to over 400 abandoned vehicle complaints, fingerprinted over 1,000 children for I-Dent-A-Kid, updated the city’s street directories and more.


The COPP members receiving the proclomation from the city are: George Weitendorf, Don McCloskey, Ed Starks, Charlotte Judy, and Dee Fowler.


Also during Monday’s council meeting Gayle Johnson and Nancy Marino were reappointed to serve on the city’s civil service commission for 5-year terms.


The city council approved the pre-development agreement negotiated with General Growth Properties to help them conduct their due diligence research of the Salem Mall site with the prospect that they will become the redeveloper for the new town center project.  The city council also approved a $48,000 contract with a funding specialist, Richard Warren, to help secure additional federal funding for the redevelopment project.


Council Member Rap Hankins was congratulated for being named to serve on the 2005 Funding, Administration, and Intergovernmental (FAIR) Policy Committee for the National League of Cities.


Council will hold a budget workshop on Tuesday February 15th at 6:30 pm in the Community Center.

Trotwood residents Pamela Brown and Edna Baldwin along with 11 others were honored by the Women’s Chapter of the Dayton Southern Christian Leadership Conference (SCLC) with the Queen Nefertiti Award at their annual reception in January.


Brown was recognized for her part in helping to open the Montgomery Education and Pre-Release Center (MEPRC) on Gettysburg Av. in 1994.  She established the Brown’s Sugar Babies Child Enrichment Center in 1997.  As an advocate for displaced children Brown is a ten year member of the ‘Yes, We Care Foster Care Recruitment Project.’


Brown also serves on various Trotwood committees and has her own company, which markets Pre-Paid Legal Services.  An avid singer, Brown recently appeared in the Residence In Praise production of The Wiz.
