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Salem Mall Razing Starting Soon

The demolition contract for the Salem Mall was awarded last week to Steve Rauch, Inc for $451,988 and work is set to be well underway in the first week of March.


The demolition does not include Sears, Home Depot, and Bank One.  They will all remain open during the demolition.  Under the contract the demolition must be complete within 180 days.


There were eight bidders for the complex demolition project with Rauch having the lowest bid.  The highest bid was submitted by O’Rourke Co. at $1,049,000.  Rauch will begin with asbestos removal this week.  Picture takers should note that safety fencing will be installed next week.


Sears Manager Darryl Yount is looking forward to the completion of the Landmark project proposed for the site once the mall is cleared.  “It’s [the demolition] the next step in the future of the Landmark,” he said.


He also indicated he finds it surprising that with as much media coverage the plans have received, their customers are still asking ‘what is going on in the area?’


City officials have been working to help relocate Bank One prior to the demolition but will have to work around their branch on the front corner of the mall.  Other challenges for the demolition planning is the preservation of a transformer and underground cables next to the building that provide electric to 2,000 households north and east of the site.

May 2 Ballot Includes City Levy

The spring primary ballot will feature several familiar names for state and county offices and a local vote whether or not to renew an expiring city property tax.  Thursday was the filing deadline for candidates to submit petitions to qualify for the May 2 election.  Certification of the petition signatures will take several weeks.


In what may be a highly visible race for the Ohio Senate 3rd District, Donald McLaurin is running unopposed for the republican nomination and incumbent Tom Roberts is unopposed for the democratic nod.  They will face off in the general election this fall.  Both are from Trotwood.


McLaurin is in his second term as Trotwood Mayor.  “Given the job loss we’re experiencing in Dayton I thought I could add something to that debate,” he said about his decision to get into the race.


Roberts is in his first term in the Senate but has nine years experience representing the area in Columbus counting his time in the Ohio House of Representatives.  Predatory lending and controls on mega farms are big issues he wants to continue working on.


County commissioner Charles Curran will also face opposition this fall.  Democrat Dan Foley, currently the county’s clerk of courts was the lone democrat to file for the commission seat.


The Trotwood City Council is asking voters to renew a 5.75 mill operating levy that expires at the end of this year.  The council considered a higher replacement levy earlier this week but settled on the flat renewal by a 7-2 vote.


In the governor’s race the field has narrowed to two republicans and two democrats.  Jim Petro, state attorney general, will be facing Kenneth Blackwell, secretary of state, for the republican nod in the primary.  Democrat Ted Strickland wants to give up his US House of Representatives seat for a term in the governor’s office but will have to face Bryan Flannery, a state representative from northeast Ohio, to qualify for the fall ballot.


Two familiar names from Montgomery County are also running for statewide offices.  Hugh Quill will face fellow democrat Richard Cordray of Franklin County for the Ohio State Treasurer seat.  Both are currently county treasurers.


And Montgomery County Common Pleas Judge A J Wagner is running for the State Supreme Court against William O’Neil the 11th District Court of Appeals Judge.


In national politics, incumbent Mike Turner is running unopposed for the republican nomination for the US House of Representatives.  The democrats have put up three candidates for the May primary.  First timers David Fierst and Stephanie Studebaker, both of Centerville, will face former Waynesville Mayor Charles Sanders.

Did You Know?

Madison Township in early times found itself favorably situated with a formation of good quality limestone in its western and southern area. The Mongomery County Atlas of 1875 shows nine different quarry sites in our township at that time. Limestone was used for building foundations - and sometimes for the entire structure - until the early 1900's when the use of concrete began in this area.
