Thursday Snow Surprised Commuters


About half an inch of snow fell quickly at the beginning of Thursday morning’s rush hour causing a string of accidents across Trotwood by 8am.  The snow quickly turned to ice putting a school bus off the road and a car on its top in a Little Richmond Road ditch.


Only one student on a Miamisburg School bus required treatment after the bus skidded off Union Road at Westbrook Road.  The bus lost control braking for the stop sign and the rear of the bus went off the side onto a steep embankment.  Trotwood Fire and Rescue crews braced the side of the bus to keep it from rolling over before helping the MVCTC students to a waiting bus.


About the same time an eastbound car on Little Richmond lost control east of Snyder Road.  The driver refused treatment after finding himself upside down in the ditch.  Other accidents were reported on the connector, at Snyder and Wolf Creek, and at Main and Broadway in Olde Town.


City crews were already salting when the snow burst started but rush hour drivers were still caught by surprise.  Similar incidents were reported all across the county.

Have you got the winter blahs?  Are you dreaming of spring breezes, green grass and sweet smelling flowers?  Has your mailbox been full of seed and flower catalogs lately?  The Montgomery Soil and Water Conservation District would like to help you fulfill your dreams of spring.  We are selling a variety of inexpensive bare root tree seedlings, potted plants and ground covers suited to Southwest Ohio’s climate and soils.


Most tree seedlings come in packets of 5 (hardwoods) or 25 (evergreens) for between $5 and $16.  Some of the varieties available are Sweet Gum, Sugar Maple, Shellbark Hickory, Norway Spruce and Scotch Pine.  Flowering trees and shrubs include Dogwood (5 for $6.00) and Lilac (5 for $5.00).  Many of our plants are attractive to wildlife, either as a food source or cover.


Five popular ground covers (Pachysandra, English Ivy, Vinca Minor, Dragon’s Blood Sedum and Barren Strawberry) are available for $25.00 per flat.  Flowering plants are available in one-gallon containers for $6.00 and include three colors of Coneflowers, Black-eyed Susan, False Indigo and Spotted Joe Pye Weed.  Blue bird boxes are available for $14.00 each.


New items available this year are Winterberry, Black Chokeberry, Barren Strawberry, Christmas Fern, False Indigo and Spotted Joe Pye Weed. Place small stones in the bottom of the container and around the bulbs and the add water to cover the bottom of the glass container and cover the roots coming out of the bottom of the bulbs.  This is a fun way to watch the plants bloom. Place where they can get plenty of light and don't let them dry out. 

If you use a glass container about 6-8 inches tall this will help support the stems of the flowers and keep them from falling over.   Hope you enjoy the beginning of spring, it is a special time of year.  Seeing things come alive after a long cold winter.

Trotwood: All Over The Cougars

On Sunday, T-M Rams took on Dayton’s own Colonel White boys.  Everyone had a hand in the success, players, coaches, cheerleaders, and fans.  This is compared to Colonel White, who seemed quiet, even when they were closing the gap on the T-M lead.  It was said by one of the few C.W. fans that they did not sell any pre-game tickets at school, this may be the reason why C.W. did not have much fan support.  Whenever C.W. had a momentum gain, Trotwood fans would drown C.W. confidence with cheers for their team or humiliating “air ball” chants for a certain player.


During the first quarter Trotwood leaped to a quick 6-0 lead.  It was answered with four quick points for C.W.  It appeared the game would be close because of the great defense applied by both teams. The end of quarter scores were 12-10


The second quarter opened with a foul on T-M Chris Wright, where he shot 1/2.  The rebound from the miss allowed C.W. to create a fast break and should have given them some momentum.  Trotwood was able to keep their composure, and left their opponents with a 9-0 scoring run.  During the run there were two steals for T-M by, Treshon Jones, also two blocks by Wright.  After a big Trotwood three pointer from Ryan Marable, Jones stole the ball a second time, dashes down court, does a 360 lay-up, and it goes in.  The crowd is in awe when the shot is ruled no bucket-offensive foul.  C.W. also found trouble scoring when Trotwood’s Brittish Alexander entered the game and gave his first block of the night allowing another Trotwood fast break. The end of quarter score was 37-18.


Early in the third Trotwood fans were on their feet when T-M center, Dorian Sander, blocks a shot, Wright rebounds, and throws an assist to captain Lee Bodie.  Colonel White’s number 11 steps up and takes over the game.  He plays the Rams tight defensively, as a result he get a steal, a foul, and shoots 2/2.  When Trotwood takes the ball out, the same thing happens again, and 11 shoots 2/2 once again.  Jones sees what is happening and takes it upon himself to take back control of the game for Trotwood.  He challenges the player guarding him by taking him to the rim, followed by a successful lay-up.  He follows with a steal and an assist to Marable. The game is stopped after a Wright free throw, Marable is apparently hurt.  When play resumes C.W.’s 35 throws down a dunk, and then a reverse lay-up the next time he touches the ball.  There was no crowd reaction because of the lack of Colonel White fans in attendance. Because of the lack of attendance C.W. seems to have had trouble gaining motivation on their great plays.  Since there was not any motivation from C.W. it was easy for Jones to toss an alley-oop to Wright, a dunk that put Ram fans on their feet.  By the end of the quarter the score was 60-35.


The game was obviously over when the fourth quarter started.  Both teams had multiple turnovers.  The big moment of the fourth quarter was when Trotwood’s Jones shot 2/2 at the free throw line.  It was also the first time it happened all night.  Colonel White did a great job by lowering the number of points Trotwood could score by fouling them.  No one except Jones shot over 50% or even a 2/2 free throw on Sunday.  The end of game score was 72-42.  Congratulations Rams, and Ram fans.  The next game will be played on Saturday at U.D. arena.

More History Of Trotwood Rescue Unit

This is a response to the editorial submitted by Gil Stuber Jr. concerning the beginnings of Trotwood Rescue Unit.  It is accurate in detail except for the first year Rescue began and I am thinking it was 1952 or 53.  Unfortunately there are not many of us "old folks" around to remember such stuff and it is poorly documented!

Trotwood Rescue Unit Inc was started in 1952 or 1953 by four Trotwood citizens when the village limits were between the four bridges.  They were Jim Piatt, Chuck Etter, Buddy Durshem and Dick Merrick.

The reason for starting the Rescue was a very bad accident on what we now know as South Broadway in the area of Driver stadium.  Remember at that time that was NOT in the village limits as it was south of the south branch of Wolf Creek and "out in the country".  At the time of the accident there was no ambulance service, not even funeral home service for the fledgling "village" of Trotwood (it wasn't even a city yet).

From its inception and until recent years Trotwood Rescue Unit Inc. was entirely by volunteer and donation supported.  It was not a part of Trotwood or Madison Twp government.

Some interesting facts about Rescue:

1-The first ambulance was a donated bread truck whose cargo compartment was converted by Dever's Wagon and Truck shop into an ambulance

2- From there it grew into a Ford station wagon and then a Dodge van that both had the rear seats removed so a cot would fit in the back.  From there it added a boat and second ambulance

3- The organization kept it's equipment in the front end of Dever's Wagon and Truck shop until it got big enough to need it's own quarters so a piece of land was purchased from the Porter family (Trotwood Locker) on Maple Street and a building was built, again from the donation of materials and

labor.

4- Rescue was proud to say that they were among the first squads in Montgomery County to become Red Cross certified, which was the requirement of the day and had members in Montgomery County's first EMT and Paramedic classes

5- Rescue was the first squad in the county to have advanced life support equipment, which consisted of a cardiac deliberator, hospital radio and portable drug box.  They built several "crash trucks" that always had state of the art extrication equipment including the first set of Jaws of Life in the county. They also had the first mobile intensive care unit that is so common today.  It was donated by Mel and Mary Kay Zappia of Salem Chrysler Plymouth in memory of their son Michael that was killed in Viet Nam during that conflict.

In many ways the Volunteers of Trotwood Rescue Unit Inc. set the pace for the standard of care that today we all have come to expect in a time of need.  Unfortunately nothing lasts forever and for a lack of volunteers willing to donate time and effort the Unit ceased to function and the City of Trotwood assumed the responsibility of providing EMS service to the citizens.
