Free admission tickets for opening day will be given away all day from most area businesses as they expect the new attraction to bring people to Trotwood.


A group of excited teenagers had gathered by 9pm last night to be first in line for the opening day rides.  One unidentified enthusiast commented that it looked a lot like the new Top Thrill Dragster at Cedar Point.


When asked about the new coaster, city officials said they were unaware of Le Coaster’s plans.  “You never know what to expect from Foole,” said an unnamed source.

Howard McCluskey lives nearby in Dayton was working the shorline as the warm breeze rippled the water.  “I brought my grandson out, he’s on spring break, and my brother is here from Rome, GA.”  McCluskey likes catching the croppie, “they put up a good fight.”


But after a few hours Wednesday, even after changing bait from minnows to night crawlers to wax worms they still didn’t have a nibble but were enjoying being outside.  Grandson Kameron tried to be patient as he fidgeted with his rod and pointed out a crawfish in the water near the bank.  “Last year I caught a lot of fish,” remembered Kameron.


McClusky fishes 2 or 3 times a year and notes he’s usually golfing.  Even with the lack of bites this day he remained optimistic.  As he looked across the lake and focused on his bobber he reminded his grandson, “ the wind could shift a little and they might start hittin’ like mad.”


But don’t count out winter entirely.  Forecasters are calling for tonight’s rain to end with 1-3” of snow for Saturday morning.

Changing smoke alarm batteries, at least once a year is one of the simplest, most effective ways to reduce these tragic deaths and injuries. Before the wrecking ball, treasure seekers and scavengers will have their chance to claim a piece of Salem Mall history at a monster auction of the contents and fixtures on Saturday April 9th.  Thousands of items from the familiar Salem Mall pick-up truck to light bulbs will be offered in three simultaneous auction rings until everything is gone.


The city has contracted with Ohio State Championship Auctioneer Tim Lile of Innovative Auctions.  “We solicited bids from several auctioneers and attended several of their auctions before making our selection," said Trotwood Economic Development Specialist Rhonda Finley.  “We are interested in being responsible and being able to provide some memorabilia to area residents.”


And there will be some interesting memorabilia up for grabs.  Remember the Salem Mall train cars that rolled out every Christmas, the big palm trees growing to the ceiling, the Trotwood Mural?  They will be up for sale along with lots of behind the scenes equipment from office copiers to floor scrubbers.


“We’ve liquidated 6 Dayton High Schools and the Elder Beerman distribution center in Moraine,” said Lile of his record.  “Our goal is to get as good a return for the city as we can.”  While he didn’t provide an estimate another city insider hoped the auction would net $100,000 for the city.


“There’s over 800,000 square feet of stuff, a lot stored in nooks and crannies and we will sell it all in one day,” said the enthusiastic Lile.


The auction will begin at 10 am and go until they are finished.  A preview is being offered on Friday April 8th from noon to 7 pm.

I read with interest the article in the DDN and here about the coming of the AAU Kentucky Basketball Academy to the Salem Ave area.  I have very mixed feelings.

I will not deny that the business community in Trotwood is in a very bad state of decay and hopefully the revamping of the Salem Mall area and the addition of the AAU facility along with others will indeed put new life into the city, but there is something missing. 


What brings people to the city?  A part of that answer is jobs and Trotwood being predominately a bedroom community is headed in the right direction by the above type efforts.  The other factor is being totally ignored.  That is good quality schools.  If we were a 20 something or 30 something couple moving into the area for whatever reason, a key factor would be the quality of education I can provide for my kids.

I am acutely aware of the new Taj Mahal campus being built on North Union Rd and I won't deny that there was a need for new facilities, but I am afraid like the Dayton BOE, the Trotwood BOE doesn't realize that new buildings doesn't make smart kids.  Unless I am mistaken, Trotwood is still second only to Dayton for providing the worse education in the entire state as is evident by the test scores each year.  I don't hear any noise about improving this situation, so again if I were moving to the area why would I want Trotwood?  Why doesn't the city partner with the BOE to solve this problem and make Trotwood more attractive from this aspect as well?

My fear is that by adding the AAU and not addressing the education problem, the city is fostering the idea in far to many kids minds that they don't need a quality education for their future, they are all going to be Shak O'Neil types, make millions and can't read or spell.  How realistic is that?

My point is to broaden the focus and deal with all the problems that plague the city and I don't hear that.
