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May Levy Renewal Has No Increase

The only local issue on the May 2 primary facing Trotwood voters is the renewal of the city’s 5.75 mil current operating expenses levy passed in 2001.  Under Ohio law a renewal does not increase taxes paid.


The Committee to Preserve Trotwood is out trying to educate voters about the renewal, which appears on the ballot as Issue 16.  The $1.6-million raised by this levy provides about 17% of the city’s general fund.  58% of the general fund supports the police department operations.


Sharon Thornton joined the committee because, “I have a lot of employees in Trotwood and the commitment from the community has a big impact on the health of our organization.”  Thornton is the President of the Maria Joseph Living Care Center one of the city’s largest employers.


The committee of 24 includes mostly residents, a few business owners, and several city employees.  Their message is simple that with this renewal there will be no tax increase.


“Obviously if it doesn’t pass there is $1.6 million that has to come out of the budget somewhere,” said Thornton.  She wants to make sure the level of service in the community continues and worries that could mean significant cuts in the police budget and other services.


She has also taken a look at the city’s current spending levels.  “I think the city has done a great job of making ends meet with no increases.” 


A yes vote on Issue 16 will renew the levy for another 5 years.

Friend Charged In Castlebrook Death

A report of a strong odor in an apartment last Saturday led Trotwood Police to the arrest of a CSU student on murder charges this week.


Trotwood officers investigating the report in the Castlebrook apartments discovered a 19-year-old Clayton man who had been dead for two weeks.  The coroner established that William Sampson died from multiple gunshot wounds.


Sergeant Dave Kopf said calls started coming into the department Monday after news reports aired.  Several investigators didn’t leave until noon on Tuesday putting together the new information.


Tips led police to a friend of Sampson who was arrested Tuesday.  Robert Like, a 20 year old accounting student was charged with premeditated murder, aggravated murder, aggravated robbery and tampering with evidence, and is being held with a $1-million bail.


Sampson’s mother said her son had been missing since March 26 when he went to visit friends at the nearby Castlebrook apartment.  He lived with his mother just a few hundred yards away on the north side of Westbrook Road.


Police say he was last seen with Like walking towards the apartments.  The investigation revealed that Like suspected Sampson was involved in a crime committed against him in 2005.  Like lived in the same Clayton complex as Sampson.

Trotwood’s Ash Trees Vulnerable


All the ash trees in Trotwood and Ohio will die in the coming years according to the Ohio Department of Natural Resources.  The culprit is a little green beetle from Asia discovered in Michigan in 2003.  It may only take 10-15 years to infect the millions of ash trees statewide.


Emerald Ash Borer is a beetle that lays its eggs on ash trees of all varieties.  Upon hatching the larvae feed under the bark permanently injuring the tree.  This can kill the ash tree in three to five years depending how many eggs are laid on the tree.


The Trotwood Tree Preservation Committee is asking residents to help slow the spread of the beetle by not bringing firewood to Trotwood from other areas.  "When you are camping this summer, please don't bring wood back with you," said Terry Lodge Trotwood Parks Director.  Firewood may contain ash wood contaminated with the deadly beetles.


Other cities are already starting plans to remove live ash trees and begin replacing them with other trees.  ODNR is encouraging this approach to minimize the impact when the Ash Borer actually does strike.  Trotwood’s Tree Preservation Committee will look into this concept in the coming months.
