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Wal-Mart Confirmed For Toys R Us Site

Rumors have circulated for over a year.  But now it is official.  A Super Wal-Mart is coming to Trotwood OH.


“We’ve actually been talking to Wal-Mart for about two years,” said City Manager Mike Lucking.  He initiated discussions when he became aware that they were looking to relocate the existing Trotwood store, possibly outside of Trotwood.  Lucking said they were looking at sites on North Main St in Dayton, on Fredrick at Needmore, and a site in Trotwood near Wolf Rd.


“From a good planning standpoint, we thought the Toys-R-Us location would benefit the city’s efforts with the Landmark,” said Lucking.  “What I hope is this will start to solidify the Salem corridor.”


Last year the city purchased the Toys-R-Us store on Shiloh Springs and some adjoining acreage to attract Wal-Mart’s attention.  This week city contractors finished demolition of the store.  The next steps include getting EPA permission to relocate a stream on the property and working with DPL to move several large electric towers.  “It’s a lot more work and more time to redevelop a property than to build on a green field.”  Lucking said, “that’s the challenge of urban redevelopment and it can cost the developer a lot more money.”


The city will sell the property to Wal-Mart.  The city will get back dollar-for-dollar what they paid for the land said Lucking.  The cost to perfect the site such as the demolition costs and relocation of the stream will be paid for with local and federal grants.


The EPA permit process can take six months before the actual stream relocation can start.  Lucking expects Wal-Mart will begin construction of their new super center on Shiloh Springs Rd, within sight of Route 49, by late 2007.  They should be open for business by August 2008.


Trotwood Mayor Donald McLaurin agrees this is an important step for the city.  “They were relocating regardless of whether they ended up at this site.”  “I think our citizens want Wal-Mart to stay in the community.”


By the time Wal-Mart breaks ground Lucking hopes construction will be underway on the Landmark site across the road.  Between that and the redesign of the Salem/Shiloh Springs intersection there will be a lot of dust flying over the next 24 to 36 months.


“We really want this area to become a destination point again like it was in the mall’s heyday,” said Lucking.  Wal-Mart has even agreed to work with the city to match the theme of the design plan for the Landmark.


After several years of demolition projects, city officials are exuberant to finally be talking about new construction coming to the community.

They’ve Got A Million Of Them

A Trotwood factory this week celebrated the delivery of their one-millionth transmission part to General Motors.  And now there are a million GM cars across the continent with a little piece from Trotwood that keeps them going.


The one way clutch outer cam for the 4T40-E transmission is just one of many parts made at PMG Ohio Corp on Wolf Creek Pike.  But it is the most important.  The proprietary process PMG uses to make the cam separates them from their competitors.  The process developed in Trotwood is a perfect marriage of high-tech and manufacturing enabling the Trotwood plant to grow over the years.  They currently employ 115 people.


About a dozen officials from Trotwood all the way up to a member of Congressman Mike Turner’s staff were on hand for the Thursday ceremony.  They honored the local team members along with senior executives from Mitsubishi, PMG’s parent company.


State Senator Tom Roberts lauded the local plant’s initiative, “working with high technology you have developed an edge on your competition.”


Chief Operating Officer Martin Agnew said they continue to ship 4,000 of the ‘Densiform’ cams daily.  He also gave, “thanks to our unionized workforce that make these parts on time every day.”


The plant originally opened in a much smaller building in 1955.  The name changed a few times and locals may remember the different names like Brico Metals and Federal Mogul.  Today the plant produces sintered metal products.  A process where powdered metal is injected into a mold.  Heat and pressure cause the metal to become solid allowing them to make unusual shape products at very low cost.


It’s a patented process,” smiled Samuel Jaffe COO of the PMG Phillipsburg PA plant.  He said the ‘Densiform’ technology is a closely guarded secret that none of their competitors possess.  “There are other processes that approach what we do here but they are more costly and have quality limitations.”  Jaffe was brought in to Trotwood to help design the process several years ago.


Besides transmission parts they also make engine oil pump parts, parts for small tools, and other specialized applications.


Trotwood City Manager Mike Lucking praised the partnership between PMG and the city back in the 90’s when they needed help to expand the facility.  Now he is looking ahead,  “I look forward to part number 2,000,000.”

DLZ Wins Design Bid For Shiloh/Salem Intersection

DLZ, a Columbus engineering design firm, was awarded the city contract to complete the redesign of the Shiloh Springs Rd/Salem Av intersection.  The design effort is expected to take one year.


With the new Landmark town center project and the Super Wal-Mart on Shiloh Springs, city planners want the intersection to better serve the long range needs.  Planners had considered a traffic circle solution but have settled on rerouting Shiloh Springs Rd to eliminate the oblique angle of the intersection.


George Butzer of DLZ said they will initially work with the city to develop some alternatives to be presented at public meetings.  “There is always a chance we might miss something,” said Butzer about the public input process.  He said it will be up to the city when to hold those meetings but he expects to have preliminary solutions ready within six to eight weeks.


Butzer is no newcomer to challenging traffic planning problems.  Besides his recent experience with DLZ he previously served as the City of Columbus traffic engineer for 25 years.


He also indicated that they will incorporate the new Landmark landscaping theme along the new intersection.

April Busy For Fire Dept

The Trotwood Fire & Rescue has responded to 29 actual structure fires this year and most could have been prevented.  The most preventable cause was cooking food on top of the oven and leaving it unattended.  We did have a few that were purposely set and if you have any information please call my office.  Below are just a few from the last few weeks:

 
On April 07, 2006 at approximately 00:30 the following crews responded to L73, E74, R73, E94, M73, Ch-73, and TB71 (these are fire truck numbers the letters describe the type of truck L=ladder, E=engine, M= medic and so on.) - upon arrival at the scene at 5939 Culzean they found heavy smoke coming from both exit doors of the multi-story apartment building.  Inside they found very heavy smoke conditions, all 3 floor hallways where charged with smoke.  L73 began searching building, basement clear per Trotwood Police, cleared 3rd floor, forcing several doors, found the apartment of origin all clear of occupants and remainder of 2nd floor cleared. Heavy fire was found in the kitchen area of apartment of origin.  They checked for spreading fire above, below and next door, no more fire was found.  Fire was caused by food cooking on stove unattended

On April 07, 2006 at approximately 00:54 the following crews responded M-74, E-74, C-73, EFD L-99, BFD E98, CFD E-85 when the crew arrived on scene at 2454 N. Union they found fire was already out on arrival. Crews overhauled and ventilated.  The cause of this fire was cooking food unattended.

 
On April 06, 2006 at approximately 21:00 hrs the following crews responded 73, E74, M73, R73, E83, L99, E76, TB71 and CH73.  Upon arrival at 1990 Shiloh Springs Rd they had fire showing from roof of structure, over parapet of store, crews made forced entry into the store.  No fire or smoke inside store was found, crews pulled ceiling to check for fire.   This fire is ruled accidental electrical in nature in the lighted sign junction box.

On March 30, 2006 at approximately 03:21 hrs the following crews responded L73 R73 E74 M74 TBC72 CH73 New Lebanon Engine to reports of a structure fire upon arrival the building was well involved and still under investigation. This fire is currently ruled suspicious in nature pending results from the state fire marshals office.

 
On April 07, 2006 at approximately 16:29 hrs the following crews responded E-74, TBC72, CH 73, TPD, HAZMAT 1 & 2, and Regional response Co-coordinator responded to a leaking 300-gallon propane tank being illegally transported.  The tank had rolled over during transport and valve was damaged. Crews responded, initiated small-scale evacuation to establish safe area and summoned additional resources from propane industry.  The leak at valve was stopped by mechanical means and on site industry representative declared that situation was contained.  The tanks were released to Trotwood Police department as possible contraband items pending their investigation.

City To Test Hydrants

The Trotwood Fire & Rescue Department, in an effort to assure an adequate water supply for fighting fires and to help maintain the lowest insurance ratings possible, will be checking all fire hydrants for operation and flow.  Trotwood Fire & Rescue will conduct fire hydrant checks between the following dates.  We recommend that you check your tap water for clarity before doing any laundry during these dates.


Starting May 1 through May 10, 2006 all hydrants between Third Street and Little Richmond Road; plats of Drexel, Crown Point, Iona Terrace, Olive Road, Union Road, Scottswood and Hoover Avenue, etc.

Trotwood fire & rescue makes every attempt not to disturb the rust in the water lines.

If you do get rust in your clothing, follow these steps:

1.  Do not permit the clothing to dry.

2.  Purchase a detergent with rust removing agents and follow the cleaning instructions.  (Free rust removal kits are available at the utility billing office in the city building.)


Trotwood Fire & Rescue and Montgomery County Water no longer offer rust removing detergents if your clothes are damaged.


Hydrant checking will continue through June 21 and we will report each week the next area to be tested.
