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Gas Prices Hit Local Businesses

Gas prices are steadily climbing to new highs straining personal budgets.  In Trotwood several large fleets are also affected as government agencies and private businesses make adjustments to conserve fuel and look for ways to weather the price storm.


By this weekend most stations have posted prices around 3.59 a gallon for regular.  This comes as the barrel of crude oil closed the week at a new high at $118.52.  That’s nearly 30% more than last April’s average price of $2.90 or about $10 more for the average fill-up.


The impact is greater on fleet operators that have lots of vehicles like school busses, police cars, or the service vans at Korrect Plumbing.


“When the bill goes from $10,000 to $15,000 a month it has to hurt,” exclaimed Dan Patterson the President of Korrect Plumbing in Trotwood.  Even though he has watched the price rise about a dollar since last year he has been reluctant to pass that increase on to his customers.


But that reluctance may be forced to change.  “I think all of us service companies will have to face a small price increase or reduced profits to make up for the increased cost of doing business,” said Patterson.  Patterson points out that those profits are used to pay for things like employee health insurance and replacement vehicles.


Korrect services businesses and homes all across the Miami Valley.  With their trucks averaging 10 miles per gallon Patterson hopes to find some saving by more efficient routing solutions, but that is not always possible with so many emergency calls in their schedule.


The city of Trotwood operates several fleets between the police department, fire, and public works covering over 400 lane miles of roads in the city a day.  Last fall, as the 2008 budget was developed, department heads looked to gas price predictions posted on the federal energy department’s web site.


“We anticipated these gas price increases,” said Trotwood Police Major Quincy Pope.  “Unless the price goes well above four dollars a gallon we will still be within our budget,” said Pope.  But to meet that budget the city has already had to make sacrifices in other line items that included personnel and other categories.


Other savings at the city include reducing the idling time of city vehicles.  When possible city staffers have been reminded to turn off their engines.  Even when there are only stopped for a short time the savings add up.


Residents can use some of the same ideas to save fuel as well.  Combining trips to include multiple destinations (better routing) and turning off the car when stopping even for a minute will help.


Rising fuel prices are already contributing to increases in costs for other goods including food, a trend that is expected to continue as companies are forced to raise their prices to cover the new costs.

At the Madison Park a group of ten students helped prepare for the installation of a new concrete walkway to Picnic Shelter #1.  Working side by side with a park staff member they dug out and leveled the area for the concrete, which will be installed next week.


Another group worked over at the new Community Garden trimming brush and clearing debris.  The garden is for any resident that wants to grow his or her own food but doesn’t have the space to do it.


Many of the students involved are also involved in student government at the high school.  This is the first year Trotwood participated in the program.


“We’ve gotten a lot of positive feedback from the students,” said the high school’s Intervention Specialist Mary Van Leeuwen as the students headed back to the bus from Madison Park.  She expects they will participate again in the future.

Hankins Challenged By Regional Stewardship Award

Rap Hankins and his wife were attending their eighth Miami Valley Regional Planning Commission Annual Dinner.  The dinner includes a few speeches and the chairperson was reviewing some of the accomplishments of the winner of the Regional Stewardship Award.  Hankins listened and heard a description of someone with a similar track record as his own.  Hankins thought to himself, now this is someone I will have to make a point to meet afterwards.”


Chairman Robert Shook continued, getting closer to naming the winner.  Hankins glanced at his wife Jan who was listening with a straight face, then looked across at Trotwood City Manager Mike Lucking who gave a little smile.


Both Jan and Lucking had known Hankins would receive the award that night and had contained the secret for several months.


Then, what seemed like a sudden realization overcame Hankins as Shook announced the winner, Trotwood Council Member Rap Hankins.


“I had absolutely no idea,” said Hankins a few days later.  And now he looks at the plaque as an ongoing challenge that he can do even better.


Shook explained, “Rap has constantly sought out creative and innovative ways to solve regional challenges. He has provided consistent leadership and commitment which is exactly what the Regional Steward Award recognizes.”


“Exuding integrity, energy and enthusiasm and never losing sight of the common goal of collaboration,” were some of the reasons Shook gave for Hankin’s meriting the coveted award.

Hankins has been busy since joining the Trotwood Council in 2000.  His activities in with the National League of Cities including the FAIR (Finance Administration Intergovernmental Relations) Policy and Advocacy Steering Committee, Leadership Training Council Committee, First Tier Suburbs Council, Cities Future Panel on Democratic Governance, and Human Development Policy Committee, have helped him realize how important regional cooperation is and that it will benefit Trotwood and the greater Dayton area.


“If Trotwood is to succeed, we can’t do it by ourselves,” said Hankins.  He says that to move Trotwood forward it will involve bringing cites like Dayton, Kettering and Oakwood to a common table to work together.


Besides the national affiliations noted above he has dedicated time and energy to the community serving as the representative for the Dayton Area First Tier Suburbs Consortium – also co-chairing its task force to investigate tax increment financing issues; The National Black Caucus as a Local Elected Official and as the Trotwood City Council representative on the Salem Avenue Vision Coalition. His community involvement is extensive serving on several committees which led to him receiving both the City of Trotwood Award for Leadership & Support and the Citizen of the Year Award for Outstanding Community Service.


He has served on the Board of the Miami Valley Regional Planning Commission since 2006.


And if you get a chance to listen to Hankins, you too will feel his passion for the city and grasp his vision to develop strong partnerships across local borders.  But he will quickly tell you “there is still a lot of work to do to get local citizens and elected officials to buy in to regionalism.”

Lutz, Jr. has been serving as Assistant Chief/EMS Coordinator with the Trotwood Fire/EMS Department since November 2002, where he is responsible for fire suppression, emergency medial services, hazardous materials response, prevention, public education, training and urban search and rescue.  He began his fire service career in 1984 with the Perry Township Fire Department in Lake County, Ohio. 


During his 18-year career Lutz has completed many State of Ohio certifications such as Fire Inspector, Incident Command of Fire & Hazardous Materials, Instructor, Arson Investigator, Haz-Mat Technician and Safety Officer. A battered woman may never call the police or go to a shelter but they do usually talk about the abuse with someone they trust and many women suffering from abuse may feel comfortable confiding in their hair stylist without ever telling anyone else. A salon is usually an all-female environment that a woman may feel safe in going to and talking about her situation. With proper training to recognize abuse and to steer victims to help, salon professionals can become invaluable and influential community partners in the fight against domestic abuse. 

The CUT IT OUT training seminar will provide salon professionals with basic information about domestic violence and specific information about how to respond to a client who might be a victim of abuse and how to safely refer her to the National Domestic Violence Hotline number for help.
