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JC Penney Demolition Starts Monday


The wrecking ball starts swinging Monday at the JC Penney building at the former Salem Mall.  Dignitaries and residents are invited to gather at the site at 9:30am.


The J.C. Penney Corporation turned the former retail store property over to the City of Trotwood as a charitable donation. In early October 2004, the City purchased the former mall site’s land and buildings between Sears and Home Depot as part of its revitalization efforts along the Salem Avenue corridor. The demolition of the former J.C. Penney’s is the first step in the redevelopment of the site. Future plans include the demolition of the entire site (excluding Sears and Home Depot) to make room for the City’s New Town Center.


The New Town Center, a mixed use public and private sector development will feature such components as junior box retailers, restaurants, entertainment venues, mid-size office space, educational facilities, a public library, a municipal center, market rate housing and ample green space.


“It should be down in no more than 60 days,” said Acting City Manager Michael Lucking.  He said the city has been able to utilize the building for fire and rescue training in the past months.  “It’s been nice to have a building of that magnitude to practice on.”


Baumann Enterprises of Garfield Heights was the winning bidder for the demolition.  The $146,400 contract will be paid for with an ED/GE Grant.

According to Trotwood Acting City Manager this is one of many ways the city reaches out to new business. New Storm Water Fees Considered


Trotwood City Council heard a presentation Wednesday about how the city will comply with federal storm water standards and heard some ideas on how to pay for the new program.  The nearly complete study submitted by James & Henry Engineers Ltd outlines the implementation steps for the city including the formation of a Storm Water Utility under the Public Works Department.


According to the study the overall goal of the new requirements is to reduce pollutants in our streams and to protect water quality.  The department will enhance pollution prevention programs such as street sweeping and catch basin cleaning and implement an ongoing storm water management program.


To pay for this unfunded federal mandate the study looked at several options.  The most likely will be the implementation of a fee of $2 to $3 per month added to the current city trash bill.  Business will pay more depending on the amount of impervious surfaces (roofs, paving, sidewalks) on each property.


This is similar to plans adopted in nearby communities.  In Monroe and Mason it costs residents $3 per month, in Vandalia and Huber Heights the charge is $2.


Agricultural rates would be less with additional credits for in-place runoff management practices.


Trotwood has been classified as a rapidly developing community and has to renew their EPA permit every 3 years.  Public Works Director Thomas Odenigbo said protecting Wolf Creek is part of the requirement.  “We definitely have some issues in our community that need to be addressed.”


Councilmember Ronald Vaughn questioned the methodology used to establish the residential rates.  That and other questions will be researched by the consultant before bringing the issue back to council.

Arbor Day April 29 Is Tree Planting Day


Today is Arbor Day and the Trotwood Tree Preservation Board encourages you to think about how the Trees in Trotwood positively affect the community.  They have provided the following tips for planting tree in your yard from the Ohio Division of Forestry.

TREE PLANTING TIPS

There are a few simple tips to remember when planting your tree this spring:

· Prepare the perfect hole for planting. 
· Dig the hole 2-3 times the width of the root ball. Do NOT dig deeper than root ball depth. Make the sides of the hole slant gradually outward. 

· For bareroot trees, neatly cut away any broken or damaged roots. Soak the roots for a few hours prior to planting to allow them to absorb water. 

· Container-grown trees should have the plastic or metal containers completely removed. Carefully cut through any circling roots. Remove the top half of pressed peat/paper containers. 

· Balled and Burlapped ("B&B") trees should have all of the ropes cut. Pull the burlap at least 1/3 of the way down; slit remaining burlap to encourage root growth. If in a wire basket, cut away the top of the basket. 

· Plant the Tree. 

· Gently place the tree in the hole. Partially backfill with the soil from the hole, water to settle the soil, then finish back-filling the hole. Tamp the soil gently, but do not step on the root ball. 

A FEW POINTERS

While you may have finished planting, Arbor Day aficionados should remember these final touches:

· Remove tags and labels. 

· Do not stake unless the tree has a large crown, or if the planting is situated on a site where wind or people may push the tree over. Stake for a maximum of one year. 

· Prune only the damaged branches. 

· Soak the soil well, making sure no air pockets form between roots. Wait until next year to fertilize. 

· Spread 2"-3" of mulch over the planting area, but do not place it up against the trunk. 

· Be sure the root ball has plenty of water throughout the year.

They would last so much longer if they could cut the stems under water and place them in water right away. 

Anytime that you receive fresh flowers and they are not in water when you get them, it is very important that you cut the stems under water and place them in water as soon as possible. If during the time that you have the flowers and a stem or two start to look a little wilted, take it from the vase and cut the stem under water and it should perk up. As usual with flowers you always need to keep fresh water in the vase.

Trotwood Fire & Rescue and Montgomery County Water no longer offer rust removing detergents if your clothes are damaged.
