Trotwood Levy Renewal Passes

Trotwood voters turned out the support for Trotwood’s operating levy Tuesday and picked their parties candidates for this fall’s elections.


Results were delayed Tuesday night when a federal court ordered a polling place in Northern Ohio to remain open until 9pm.  Secretary of State Ken Blackwell asked all counties to hold their results until after that last poll closed.


City supporters gathered at the Trotwood Community Center didn’t mind the wait after the results started being announced about 9:45.  Once all the votes were counted the levy renewal passed by 60% with 1419 votes for and 912 against.  Members of the Committee to Preserve Trotwood were grateful for all in the community that supported the measure.


Stephanie Studebaker won the only locally contested primary race between three Democrats vying for the chance to run for the US House of Representatives against incumbent Mike Turner.  On the state level this fall voters will choose a new governor between Ken Blackwell and Ted Strickland.


Turnout was light, below projections, coming in at 15.8% countywide.  Officials had earlier predicted a 21% turnout.

Semi Tangles Monday Traffic

About 6:20 Monday morning, (05/01/06) Trotwood Fire & Rescue crews closed Salem Av to control spilled oil from a semi-truck.  The semi crushed about 100 feet of steel guardrail on Salem Ave between Westbrook Rd & Olive Rd.


Upon arrival crews found extensive damage to the engine oil pan and drivers side fuel tank.  The damage caused the discharge of approximately 120 gallons of diesel fuel and 6 gallons of motor oil into a storm drain.  The oils made their way into a near by creek and floated down stream. Fire crews were able to place containment dykes to stop the spread of the spill, it traveled approximately half a mile down the street in front of McDonalds where crews stopped the spread.  A haz-mat clean up crew was called to the scene to complete the clean up.

The Trotwood Fire & Rescue Department, in an effort to assure an adequate water supply for fighting fires and to help maintain the lowest insurance ratings possible, will be checking all fire hydrants for operation and flow.  Trotwood Fire & Rescue will conduct fire hydrant checks between the following dates.  We recommend that you check your tap water for clarity before doing any laundry during these dates.


Starting May 11 through May 21, 2006 all hydrants between Little Richmond Road and Main Street (including Free Pike, and Wolf Creek Pike).  This area includes the plats of Goodyear, Biltmore #1 and #2, Hillside, Rose, Stauffer, Highland, Sunny brook, and Twin Creek.  Along with Olive Rd., Wolf Creek, Snyder, Union, and South Broadway.

Trotwood fire & rescue makes every attempt not to disturb the rust in the water lines.

If you do get rust in your clothing, follow these steps:

1.  Do not permit the clothing to dry.

2.  Purchase a detergent with rust removing agents and follow the cleaning instructions.  (Free rust removal kits are available at the utility billing office in the city building.)


Hydrant checking will continue through June 21 and we will report each week the next area to be tested.
