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Demolition Clears Way For Future


The demolition of the former JC Penney building at the Salem Mall kicked off this week.  Nearly 100 people gathered to see the west awning come down as the city makes another step in their plan to revitalize the site.


Demolition crews will concentrate on recovering salvageable material from the inside of the building for the next couple of weeks before they start actual demolition of the exterior.  The total project is due to be complete in two months.


City leaders are hoping to attract new retailers to the site and are working with a leading mall management company (General Growth Properties) to develop a plan.  They will be attending the International Shopping Center Conference in Las Vegas later this month to recruit retailers to the site.

School Levy Passes Muster


Trotwood voters decided to make their lives simpler on Tuesday by voting to convert two renewable school levies to continuing permanent levies.  The passage of these levies means Trotwood voters will not have to go through a renewal vote every five years on these two levies as they have been doing since 1985.


On the low turnout spring election, with only the levies on the ballot, Trotwood Madison City Schools earned a yes vote on a 1.61 mill capital improvement (1717 yes- 1115 no) and on a 8.15 mill operating expense (1574 yes- 1227 no).  Trotwood experienced a turnout of 18%, just a little under the county average of 21%.


The converted levies will not result in any new taxes.

Zappias Donate Funds For Thermal Cam


After a yearlong effort by the Trotwood Fire and Rescue employee’s union to raise enough money for a thermal imaging camera the departments dreams came true with a $12,000 donation from Salem Chrysler Jeep owned by the Zappia Family.


The familiar tag line on the Salem Chrysler ads “The Zappia Family Cares” really has the ring of truth when you talk one-on-one with the dealership’s matriarch Mary Kay Zappia.  “If it saves one fireman or one victim it will be worth it,” she said.  “We didn’t do this for the recognition.”


But the Trotwood Fire department was so impressed by their generosity they presented her with an honorary fire helmet from Fire Station 73.  “This is real life saving equipment, we had raised some money and didn’t know where to turn,” said Laurie Rammel, the president of the firefighters union.


Rammel organized the union’s fund drive for the department’s first $18,000 thermal imaging camera last year.  The camera allows firefighters to see victims and hot spots inside smoky fire scenes.  This is the first of three cameras the department hopes to deploy.


“We spent five months last summer working the concession stands at the Dragons games raising $5,700,” said Rammel.  Firefighters, spouses, kids, and friends all volunteered to make sure they had 12 to 15 people at 3 to 4 games each week.  “We even had a man visiting from Ireland come out and work a game,” she said.


The department has already kicked off a campaign for camera number two with a $200 donation from the Trotwood Rotary.  Residents can participate by purchasing a specially designed T-shirt at any Trotwood fire station for $20.


Zappia hopes their generosity is contagious.  “All our businesses should do what they can,” she said, accompanied by her son John.   In the past the dealership has donated a rescue truck, several police vehicles, and numerous smaller items to the city.

A Trip To Japan

Greetings from Japan, April 30, 2005. 


The race is over here in Japan and today is a day of rest for all of us that were here working.  Over all it was a good race, except for the accidents.  We could do without them, but that is all part of racing.  I am just glad that no one was injured.  Some of the cars were torn up, but the safety features that the Indy Racing League has for the race cars help prevent serious injuries to the driver.  Also many of the tracks have what is called the SAFER walls, which absorbs the hit when a car goes into the wall.  Plus there are many other safety features that help to protect the driver.


At this moment, I am sitting in my hotel room, Hotel Green Hill.  There is nothing around here as stores go.  It is peaceful and very beautiful.  Many trees are in bloom and in many colors.  The landscape here is very artistic.  The Japanese take great pride in the art of landscape and flower arranging. 


There are many different ways of life here in Japan, but it seems that all of the homes that we have passed by in our traveling here have flower gardens.  If they don’t have enough room to plant a garden, they have many pots of flowers growing all around. 


I have talked about this before, the garden pots, which make gardening very easy for those that don’t have a lot of room. 


The shrubs or trees are all trimmed in very artistic ways, and Ming trees are everywhere. 


Bamboo trees are also everywhere and very tall.  I was watching a program on television here one morning while I was getting ready to go to the track, and it was on the many uses of the bamboo tree.  I found it interesting that they grind it up very fine and use it in chicken feed, as a supplement for nutrition. 


Another way they use bamboo is plane it off in long strips and stack the strips and glue them together and make flooring out of it.  Since the bamboo is very porous it can breathe and that helps to cool the houses in the summer. 


The rice paddies or fields are very interesting.  At this time of year the plants or shoots are very young, but it seems they must grow very fast.  Traveling to the race track everyday it’s almost seems you can see the rice fields growing.  Women and men are always out working, early in the morning and late in the evening.  It appears that work ethics are very different here in Japan than in the US.  The Japanese people take such pride in their work, no matter what kind of job they have.  I have a lot of respect for them in the way they work and treat every customer. 


I know this doesn’t have much to do about flowers this week, but I just wanted to share a little of my trip to Japan. 


Everyday I was at the track from early morning, until evening.  A little longer than a normal work day as we in the US know it, but that is how it is anytime I am gone racing.  So as far as free time here in Japan, today is the only day we have to really enjoy and appreciate Japan.  We have many options as what we could have done today, go to Tokyo on the bullet train and stay in Tokyo tonight, or take a train to other small cities around here, or go back to Twin Ring Motegi, the race track and go to the Honda Museum. 

I chose to spend the day here at the hotel, take a walk around here in the mountains, and maybe just rest!  That is something I never do, because I always have something to do.  Besides, I will be going to Indianapolis, when I get home from here.  This is a big month for us with the Indy Racing League, and we will be very busy.
