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Springfield, Kettering Hit By BRAC


At press time this morning reporters were just beginning to review the 1,000 page BRAC recommendations released today.    Many area residents that work at Wright Patterson Air Force Base have been waiting anxiously to hear what the report holds for the future of the base and were relieved to hear the base may gain 494 jobs as part of the realignments.


But the news was not all good for the Dayton area.  Two closures will mean the loss of jobs to some in the area.  The Air National Guard Station in Springfield (230 jobs) and the Defense Finance and Accounting Service in Kettering (291 jobs) will both be closed if the recommendations are accepted in September.


Across the country 33 major bases are recommended for closure.  Some of those include Cannon Air Force Base (NM), Ingleside Naval Station (TX), Fort McPherson (GA), Portsmouth Naval Shipyard (ME) and the New London Submarine Base (CT).  Also on the list is Ellsworth Air Force Base (SD) home to 29 B-1B bombers.


The recommendations will be reviewed this summer and the final list must be approved by September 8 as dictated by the process established for the base realignment and closure process.

12-Lead EKG On Trotwood Ambulances


Trotwood Fire & Rescue began training this month to learn how to use new heart monitoring equipment recently installed in Trotwood’s ambulances.  The new units can transmit live information to doctors in the hospital’s emergency room before the patient arrives to expedite trauma care and save lives.


The new monitors, sought by the department since 1995, were recently funded by a $60,000 FEMA Assistance To Firefighters federal grant.  The 12-lead cardiac monitors can produce EKGs while monitoring blood pressure, pulse and blood oxygen levels.  Good Samaritan Hospital’s EMS Coordinator Blii Mangas is leading Trotwood’s training program for all paramedics and EMTs.


Trotwood’s Assistant Chief Gene Lutz said, “12-lead electrocardiography is a mouthful that may not mean a lot to the average person but for someone suffering a heart attack it can mean survival.”  “In Trotwood where we have an aging population this is very important indeed,” notes Lutz.


Lutz also cited the American Heart Association time-to-treatment guidelines for heart attack victims.  “This system can substantially reduce the time-to-treatment for patients.”  The AHA says the best outcome is expected when treatment is received within 30 to 60 minutes of the onset of chest pain.


“Until now, a 12-lead electrocardiogram, which is the “gold standard” for diagnosing a heart attack, could only be obtained after the patient arrived at the hospital,” said Lutz.  “This is another example of Trotwood Fire & Rescue’s commitment to helping residents survive medical emergencies.”

Hummingbirds Are Back

You know spring has really sprung and that warmer weather is on the way to stay, is when our fine little feathered friends return to Trotwood.  Yes, I’m talking about hummingbirds that first arrived to our farm last Saturday!  Such a welcome sight and every day the feeders are being hit harder and harder as more arrive.


I was sitting on the back steps the other day messing with some flower starts and one little guy came under the over hang and hovered at eye level about three feet away from me as to say hello.  Yesterday while working on straightening up our main hang out porch for the summer another came over to where I was resting and said hello in the same way as well, but this one startled me because they move so fast.


I don’t know much about the life span of these tiny little treasures, but they really seem to be some of the same birds.  They are already taking rests while watching for others and setting their boundaries in the usual trees and seem completely happy to be at their summer home.  Making familiar flight paths as they case each other out, chirping and fussing all the way.  As the days go by, we will look for some of the distinctive markings some birds have over others to see if we can recognize anyone in particular.  And that’s right, Bruce and I make up names for those that are different from the rest.  Last year the most memorable one was peek-a-boo Charlie.  We’d see him occasionally in the early evening and he would always go the far feeder on the far side to drink, which is about 25 ft. from the porch.  He was so timid he would constantly peek around the feeder in a perfect rhythm snatching a fleeting tongue dip of nectar in between peeks.  Just afraid we would move to come get him or worried another bird may be after him.  He wasn’t a daily visitor, but a welcome one and always good for a laugh.

Anyway, I’m telling you, so those of you that are novice bird feeders, like me, know to get your feeder out.  Remember when deciding to feed these trusting little souls takes commitment or you will not keep them around.  They demand to always have fresh nectar changing about every 4 days and a clean feeder.  Tips to remember, is to never wash the feeder with soap, and if it is really dirty, wash in a mild water/bleach solution.  There is no need to buy commercial nectar, they do just fine with 1 part of ‘pure cane granulated sugar’ to 4 parts of water.  Other sugars may be tempting to buy, because they are less money, but are harmful to hummingbirds.  Keep this up until sometime in September when you have not seen a bird in over a week.  Most years the numbers of birds wane slowly as they do not all leave at the same time.  Last year over 2/3rds of my birds left abruptly in early August, much earlier than normal.  But as you remember last year was a weird summer season with very mild temperatures.  We never turned on our air conditioner because it was so cool.

If you do get rust in your clothing, follow these steps:

1.
Do not permit the clothing to dry.

2.
Purchase a detergent with rust removing agents and follow the cleaning instructions.


Trotwood Fire & Rescue and Montgomery County Water no longer offer rust removing detergents if your clothes are damaged.


Hydrant checking will continue through June 29 and we will report each week the next area to be tested.
