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It’s Hammer Time!

No, we’re not referring to the great funk and hip-hop tune of MC Hammer from the 1970’s, were talking about talking.  On the radio airwaves hammers talk to each other all across the world and this weekend they come together to see each other face to face.


It the 56th Annual Hamvention at Hara.  Friday morning amateur radio operators will pour down Shiloh Springs Road to converge on Hara to see the latest and greatest new equipment, find great deals on old equipment in the flea market, attend informative seminars and most importantly try to connect faces to some of the radio contacts they have made over the years.


During Thursday afternoon’s setup in the outdoor flea market Jim Seacrest from Allentown PA was looking for deals before the show opened.  “I’ve been coming since I was 16, this marks my 30th year,” said the freelance audio engineer who turns down work once a year just to come to Ohio.


He has a booth to sell some of the radio equipment he’s collected.  Although some like to buy and sell on the Internet, he still enjoys the camaraderie and personable haggling that goes on in the flea market setting at Hamvention.


Inside Hara displays of new equipment were going up quickly.  That’s also where the forums and seminars are offered.


Organizers this year have a few fun surprises planned for visitors including an appearance by a recent space station astronaut on Friday.  Commander Bill McArthur used his ham radio during his six months on the space station catching the imagination of amateur radio buffs on the ground from all seven continents.  He reports talking to over 1,800 civilians around the world during his mission giving a boost to the ham radio hobbyists.


Also on organizers minds this year is attracting new people to the ham radio hobby.  Changes in the FCC regulations have eased the requirements to obtain the amateur radio license necessary to operate a ham radio station.  One of the biggest differences is the new operators no longer need to memorize Morse Code since microphone technology has pretty much taken over allowing actual voice communication.


Local residents, not attending Hamvention, shouldn’t be surprised if traffic gets a little heavy around Hara over the weekend.  The fun part for many locals is noticing the many out of state license plates and all the vehicles sporting many different configurations of antennas on their roofs and bumpers.  For those willing to venture into Hamvention there is always an amusing array of portable antennas displayed on attendees’ hats and from their backpacks too.


The Hamvention is expected to attract about 20,000 to Trotwood during the weekend long event.  Doors open Friday May 18 at 9am until everything winds down Sunday at 1pm.  Tickets are $25 at the door.  There is no parking available at Hara.  Visitors are encouraged to park in the old Salem Mall parking lot near Sears and take the shuttle bus for a small fee.  www.hamvention.org

Teachers Tour New Westbrooke Elementary

Trotwood Madison elementary teachers got their first glimpse of the districts three new elementary schools this week.  And they liked what they saw as the oriented themselves in the new facilities.


Beginning this fall kindergarten and first grade will be at the Trotwood Early Learning Center adjacent to the high school.  Second through fifth graders will attend either Westbrooke Elementary or Madison Park Elementary both located on their former sites.  Sixth through eighth graders will attend the old middle school until fall 2008 when the new middle school will be completed.


At Westbrooke Elementary a handful of teachers were guided though the mostly complete halls by construction manager Gary Jessie of the Skillman Corporation. Broadmoor Principal Tyrone Nadir was along for his first look.  He will be the first principal of the new building.


The art room was the first stop.  In the oversized room with extra counter space Jessie reviewed the standard features available in each of the buildings classrooms.  There are built in student cubbies with lots of storage cabinets for teaching supplies overhead.  A media console cabinet powers a sound system and a video projector for computer or prerecorded DVD instructional videos.  Overhead lights automatically come on when the first person enters the room and go out after the last person leaves.


There is also a new style of air circulation system installed throughout the school.  Jessie said this is the first time he has seen it installed.  The metallic ducts come down the walls and diffuse fresh heated or cooled air closer to the floor.  Older systems blow air into the room from ceiling mounted vents.


“I was surprised the first time we turned it on at how quickly it cooled down the building,” Jessie told the faculty members.


The tour led through the kitchen area into the student dining room/cafeteria.  One end of the room remained boarded up from floor to ceiling.  “That will all be windows,” said Jesse to questions from the group.


Next door is the combination auditorium, stage and gymnasium.  Jessie led the group up the steps and across the stage.  The back stage door connected directly into the music classroom.  Here set apart from the classroom wing and outfitted with a bright array of acoustical panels, students will be able to make lots of noise without disturbing others.


From there across the hall is the school’s front office with more bright colors to greet students and staff.  Across one more hall is the media center and computer lab with appropriately sized built in desks pre-wired for the latest technology.


Reducing the number of elementary schools has caused the school district to modify the attendance areas covered by the two new buildings.  Townview, Shilohview and Olive Hill Elementary schools will close this June for the last time.


According to John smith the district’s business manager the line separating the attendance areas for the two schools generally runs along Wolf Creek.  Children living north of the creek will attend Westbooke and those to the south attending Madison Park.  There are a few exceptions and they have tried to notify all the parents.


Jessie said construction at Westbrooke will be complete by mid June.  Furniture is expected in July.  Smith said to look for a public open house in August.

Editorial - New Stripper Rules Distract From Ohio’s Real Problems

Apparently the most important thing in Columbus the past few weeks is to curb the exploits of scantily clad women and the owners of the strip clubs where they perform.  New legislation has made its way through the senate and the house to put additional limits on what and when certain activities will be allowed inside these notorious clubs.


I’m 53 this year and really don’t have any desire to visit a strip club but I do admit that I have on three occasions, nearly 20 years ago, been entertained by the dancing vixens as a member of a bachelor party.  And, oh yeah, it was kind of fun.


Today Ohio is suffering with a downward spiraling economy and now the reported third highest job loss in the nation.  Continued unchecked, state, county and local services are in imminent jeopardy as revenues fall and budgets get slashed again.


Instead of taking care of the state’s economic business, both legislatures in Columbus have been distracted again by an issue promoted by Phil Burgess and the Citizens For Community Values in Cincinnati.  This is the same group that brought us the gay marriage amendment two years ago and now they are mobilizing the moral conservative base to tackle pornography.


Some of the fuss stems from our neighbors in Harrison Township frustrated by the abundance of strip clubs on Dixie Drive.  Neighbors of the establishments have been up in arms about their noisy neighbors.


They were handed a solution last year with State Senate Bill 23 that empowered townships to use their authority to regulate zoning of these entertainment clubs.  That should have solved the problem.  But administrators have been slow to implement the new rules for fear of lawsuits from the operators.


Now steps in Burgess with a plan to stifle those businesses from the inside instead of through the appropriate zoning checks and balances outside.  The new rules put limits on how close the patrons can get to the dancers and stop them from dancing after midnight.


Now back in 1986 I don’t think our bachelor party even arrived at the strip club until after midnight so this is obviously intended to cut into the business’s income even if it is located in a district that does not have neighbors to be negatively affected.


Why now?  It seems to be an attempt to taunt the state democrats so if they come out against the issue the republicans can use their votes against them in the future.  And if by some chance the issue is defeated by the senate or vetoed by the governor they could put it on as a statewide ballot issue in November 2008.  What better way to motivate the conservative republican base during the upcoming presidential election.


But all this activity has taken valuable time away from the Governor’s Turn Around Ohio strategy.  There are half a dozen issues in his budget that require timely legislative action to remedy some of the state’s economic woes, all part of his plan.


Regulating strip clubs will not turn around Ohio and may even help to stifle the creative class of citizens needed to infuse the state’s turnaround.  The state should not become our nanny, regulating how Ohioans express their freedoms of speech.


If Bill Harris’s group is successful on this round of statewide moral restrictions they are prepared to bring their next issue up to the legislature later this year further distracting us for the sake of politics.


If Ohio is not careful we may create a Nannygate culture of legislation well into the future.

Seeks Community Support For Zoning


Even though, in the past two years, he has had three feature stories in the Dayton Daily News along with color pictures, I’m sure that few people in Trotwood know what Al Russell and Access Systems is up to in Olde Town Store and Lock at 5 South Broadway (enter from Grand Avenue) in Trotwood.  More than ten years ago, Al, an OTR Trucker (Over the Road) owner-operator, lost most of his eye sight, his business and his livelihood and he was only in his mid-forties and a widower.  He could have sat on his duff and collected disability but he wanted to work and went to school to learn all he could about computers.  And, guess what?  No one would give him a job, so he went into business for himself.  He became qualified as a 501(a) non-profit and made a meager living by repairing and upgrading donated computers and then donating or selling them at low cost to those who needed a computer but could not afford the latest and the greatest.


As his business grew, Al realized that he could help others with disabilities and challenges like his own by teaching them what he knew and agencies and schools serving these folks were eager to send people to Al for training.  The demand for his services is so great that his rented space at 5 South Broadway is inadequate and he began a search for larger quarters.


The Beerman and Weprin families have come to Al's rescue by offering him the old, vacant Beerman building at 840 East Main Street in Trotwood rent free, provided that the money normally used for rent would be used to improve this facility and reverse its deterioration.


Unfortunately, the City of Trotwood Zoning people have rejected Al's request for a conditional use permit on the grounds that taking apart computers is "light manufacturing" and is not allowed in this location because of the "Master Plan".  I don't understand why taking apart automobiles are allowed by the "Master Plan" but computers are not?  And computers are cleaner, smaller and they don't have to be parked outside?


Al's only recourse is to appeal to the "Supreme Court", the Mayor and City Council of Trotwood which will be done at the June 4, 2007 Council Meeting.


The WM Landfill was not stopped by the city but by the mobilized residents of Trotwood.  Al hopes that the citizenry will mobilize on his behalf as well.  He is asking that you stop by 5 South Broadway before the Council Meeting to see for yourself what he is doing and, if you approve, attend the Council Meeting with us and show your support.  He can't fight this battle by himself.  Al is at work Monday thru Friday from 7am to 6pm and on Saturday from 8am to 2pm.  On Sunday he conducts a ministry program for OTR truckers.


At this point you probably wonder who I am.  My wife Nancie and I have lived in Broadmoor almost fifty years and Nancie's family, she's a Bashor, have been a part of Trotwood for almost 150 years. Olde Town Store and Lock was once the Trotwood Lumber Company founded by her great-grandfather in the mid -18OO’s and upon his death was operated by her grandfather until the business was sold to PK Lumber in the mid-1900s.  We wouldn't support anything that would hurt this community since we plan on being here a long time (we already have our plots at Cedar Hill).
