Fire Destroys Wysong Bait Shop

Fire, late last night, destroyed the bait shop at the Wysong fishing lake.  A fire three weeks ago there destroyed two house trailers next to the shop.  Investigators are calling both incidents suspicious.


Pay fishing at the lakes started in the mid 1980’s and has been a tradition for many area residents ever since.  The lakes were the result of an earlier gravel pit operation by Wysong Gravel.


Stories of record catfish and bass caught there kept the faithful coming back until last year when the bait shop and pay fishing business closed.  Various operators ran the profitable business over the years and usually lived on site in one of the house trailers. 


Since the closing many have speculated about the future of the property.


Trotwood Fire Battalion Chief Bill Hoover reported that crews responded to the fire Friday morning around 1am.  Using water pumped out of one of the lakes they were able to control the fire in half an hour but by then the small building was all but destroyed.  Harrison Township Fire Department provided mutual aid.

Trotwood Farmers Bale Hay For Louisiana

Friday afternoon June 30 they were baling hay on Lutheran Church Rd.  There is a lot of hay being baled in the area this week but this time it is special.  This hay is going south to help dairy herds in Louisiana suffering from the effects of hurricanes and now drought.


About 35 acres of hay was donated by the Montgomery County Soil and Water District’s (MCSWD) demonstration farm.  Today a dozen area farmers are chipping in to help cut, rake and bale.  Now all they need is help getting the cattle food to needy ranchers down south.


“Hopefully we can convince somebody reading this to donate some trucking or money to pay for the transportation,” said Duane Plessinger doing some paperwork under a shade tree next to the Sycamore Farm hay field.  He was waiting for the midday sun to do its job of drying the freshly cut hay.


Usually the Soil and Water District sells the hay to the highest bidder.  We had two bids on the hay that were surprisingly low so we thought we weren’t losing that much money making the donation,” said MCSWD crew supervisor Dan Jackson.  “This is a wonderful use for the hay.”


Plessinger owns the Spring Run Farm on Snyder Rd.  He is also the Hay Relief Committee Chairperson for the Montgomery County Cattlemen’s Association and has been championing a regional relief effort since last fall.


He toured the area last year after the hurricane.  “We surveyed a 125 mile stretch of Louisiana and couldn’t believe how many trees were down,” said Plessinger.  Many cattle were killed by falling trees or were boxed in and could not be rescued.  Then the hay fields in the area began to fail because of the salt-water spray in the storm.


“Hancock County Louisiana had 14 dairy herds before and are now down to 5,” said Plessinger as some of the local farmers began to arrive to start the hay harvest.  To make matters worse Plessinger said the area has been hit with a severe drought this year.


They have managed to deliver a few small truckloads driven by area farmers this winter and spring.  But now they need to concentrate on larger tractor-trailer loads or possibly river barges.


Louisiana’s Governor has taken notice of the effort.  To help the state’s $400 million cattle industry there will a meeting in the coming week to talk about solutions to the hay transportation challenge.


Coming up the Sycamore Farm lane is a truck pulling a fuel trailer.  Plessinger points out that farmer Martin Milliken of New Lebanon drove out to Eaton to pick up over 100 gallons of bio-diesel donated by HarvestLand Farm Co-op.  Tractor Supply provided baling string and wrap.


A student from MVCTC swung by on a different tractor as he made another round cutting the last section of the hayfield.  Over in the field that had been cut yesterday Danny Jordan another local farmer was driving his tractor with a rake attachment moving the hay into long rows to be picked up by the baler.


Plessinger is still focused on the big picture.  After hearing how grateful the ranchers were after receiving the winter shipments he realized they needed to step up the effort.  “I’ve got another 200 bales already staged in Fredericksburg OH just waiting for transportation.”


More farmers and now a few spectators begin to arrive and Plessinger finally gives up trying to finish his paperwork.  County Commissioner Charles Curran was among the new arrivals.


Curran was supportive of the MCSWD decision to donate the hay.  “Their whole mission is sound soils management and to help farmers,” said Curran.  “It’s a wonderful extension of their mission, the Board of MCSWD has always been eager to give back to the community.”


A few of the farmers ventured out into the field that had been recently raked.  They reached under a row of the hay to feel if it was dry enough to start baling.  Soon there was consensus and Terry Hohenbrink of Snyder Road fired up his tractor and baling machine.  Soon he was ejecting fresh 3’ diameter round bales from the back of the baler.


Plessinger looked on at all the activity.  You could see the warmth in his eyes now with the project in full swing.  Soon the herds in Louisiana would get another taste of Trotwood.

  The CH & D (Cincinnati, Hamilton & Dayton) Railroad came into Madison Township near the southeast corner and traveled more northerly, between Olive and Denlinger Roads. News About Dahio Airport Is Indeed Exciting

The news about Dahio Airport is indeed exciting- We’ve been over there watching their activity and this could definitely be a positive draw for the western part of Trotwood.  Just think of adding this to the Wright Brother Tour and the interest and revenue it could generate.

With Larch Tree Golf Course having a new owner who is committed if enough positive new development happens in this area, it will definitely make a difference if Waste Management is able to proceed with the proposed landfill, a very negative proposal.  We know it is important to re-develop the old Salem Mall area, but we are in hopes that Trotwood does not forget the western part of their city.  New and exciting things out here could also help Trotwood's development as well.

While we're on the subject we would like to propose a different idea as well.  Sycamore Park is a state park that Ohio does not appear over anxious to develop.  In fact, there have been rumors Ohio's entertained selling off parts of it for revenue.  We would like to see Dayton Metro Park take over Sycamore Park.  Dayton Metro Park has a proven track record in taking over run-down parks and turning them into family friendly recreational areas.

We all pay taxes that support the Dayton Metro Parks, but we do not believe Trotwood has a metro park and the closest would be Possum Creek, Germantown Dam or Englewood Dam.   The horse riders already support the park and there are many uses that this vast park could be developed for.  It would take our elected state officials and county officials getting together to make this happen.  Again another positive development in Western Trotwood and Perry Twp could put a stop to developing a landfill in the same area and generate revenue.

All of us need to become more neighbor conscious.  What happens in Trotwood or Jefferson Twp or New Lebanon or Brookville or Perry Twp or Jackson Twp affects all the others.  We need to start thinking Western Montgomery County.  All of us face many of the same problems and share the same beauty of rural country life.  It's the only vast amount of land that has not been over run by housing developments and shopping malls that bring traffic jams.

The landfill would definitely increase large truck traffic in Western Montgomery County in a very negative way.  If we want to preserve what we have we have to unite.  The fight against the landfill and Perma Fix are very good examples.  

Many Trotwood residents have supported this movement, but it needs to grow.
