McLaurin Withdraws Name For Commission Seat

Trotwood Mayor Donald McLaurin has decided to concentrate on his bid for State Senate this fall and yesterday withdrew from seeking the open County Commissioner appointment.


“I really appreciate the people for considering me, it’s very flattering,” said McLaurin Friday morning from his D’Laurin Electric office.   “It was a difficult decision, I don’t think this is the time for me in that position,”


McLaurin said the hurdles to the county commission included running for the seat in the fall election and again in two years when exiting Commissioner Vicki Pegg’s term expires.  Pegg retired from the post last month and Republicans will meet July 8 to consider applicants to fill the post.


McLaurin was considered by many as the front-runner for the appointment despite troubling rumors about delinquencies in his property taxes.  “Those tax rumors are just that, anyone can check my record, they are public records.”  McLaurin said the rumors did not impact his decision to withdraw.


McLaurin would not reveal whom he thinks the party might select but is confident it will be a good choice for the region.


“I will concentrate on the Senate campaign along with being Mayor of Trotwood,” said Mclaurin.  McLaurin won the Republican primary for the Senate seat this spring and faces Democratic incumbent Tom Roberts in November.

Local Roads Seek Fountain Of Youth

Roads like people develop problems with age and become more high maintenance.  As Trotwood fights the battle between road deterioration and shrinking budgets they think they may have discovered a fountain of youth called Reclamite.


Reclamite might be compared to a beauty cream for skin. “It fills small voids and rejuvenates the ashphalt helping to maintain elasticity in the surface,” said Trotwood engineering technician Tom Long.


Long said the Reclamite treatment and a black mat technology will be used this year instead of the traditional resurfacing to maintain city streets.  These solutions are less expensive and will allow the city to improve more roads than they could resurface with tightening budget demands.


Asphalt is like a rubber band, once it dries out it gets brittle and breaks,” said Long.  The treatment extends the 10 to 20 year life expected from asphalt.  Long said the city treated a section of Denlinger about 6-years ago just north of Turner Road as an experiment.  He said that section is holding up better than Turner Road which was paved two years later.


A fine layer of sand is spread on the road then the Reclamite chemical is applied and allowed to soak in.  The Reclamite helps to slow the dissipation of the active ingredients in the asphalt.


For roads that have more serious deterioration Long said the city will use a black mat system offered by Terry Industries.  Englewood, Clayton, Oakwood, and Harrison Township are just some of the area communities that have had good experiences with the system.


Instead of resurfacing with 2 inches of asphalt, a 3/8” layer of a concentrated asphalt material is applied to the surface.  The black mat system acts as a filler to seal water out of cracks in the surface.  Water in the roadbed will freeze and cause the road to break down quickly.  Long said the system should last 10 years.


The road repairs are expected to begin the third week of July.  A finalized list of which streets will be treated should be released soon.

$3 Gas Prices Hit Trotwood


Luckily for some Trotwood residents there is a small-scale gas war going on in town as most area gas prices lunged over the 3-dollar mark this week.


On Friday morning gas at Swifty on Wolf Creek and at Rich on Main Street were at $2.94.  The Swifty station has been a little lower all summer since construction started on the Olive Road Bridge.  The detour has reduced traffic at Swifty and they have responded by trying to entice business with lower prices.  The Rich station, on the other side of the closed bridge, has routinely matched Swifty’s discounts.


The surge over $3 was triggered by political events in North Korea sending the oil barrel price over $75.  In Friday morning trade oil briefly set a new all-time high of $76.70 before retreating for the weekend settling at $75.05.


Near Trotwood there has also been a pricing war going on along Needmore Road near I-75.  A new Kroger Fuel depot there has been forcing the other stations there into prices that have been the lowest in the northwest area.  Prices there this morning were around $2.85.
