Ditch Project Nears Completion

With only a few rocks left, contractors were repairing the last stretch of the big ditches along Salem Avenue last week.  The $103,442 project, funded entirely by a Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) Natural Hazard Mitigation Grant, will stabilize serious erosion problems along Shiloh Springs Rd and Salem Av.


Mike Greer of Associated Excavating said, “the city picked the areas that had the most need.”  He was overseeing his crew place large rocks over erosion blankets that will protect the bank and stabilize the edge of the roadways and parking lots in front of Lowes and McDonalds on Salem Av.  Behind the controls of the big track hoe is a Trotwood native, Mike Van Zandt.


Besides water in the ditch, the crews were impressed by the variety of wild life they encountered during the project.  “We’ve seen turtles, snakes, ducks, geese, and groundhogs,” said an on-site representative from LJB, Inc. as three mallard ducks swam by staying just ahead of the big equipment.  The noise of Salem Av doesn’t seem to bother them.


LJB did the pre-construction engineering.


Trotwood Street Superintendent Dalton Hines said the reaction to the improvements was positive from the abutting businesses.  He expects the stabilization effort to last a long time and “they are finishing way ahead of schedule.”

Did You Know?


An electric interurban rail line came from Dayton, up Main Street to Fairview Avenue then followed Salem Avenue to Clayton. Originally called the Dayton & Western it went through several name changes and leases. Begun in 1901, it was in service until 1925. 12-Year Old Hopes To End Stutter

A twelve year old Trotwood boy is hoping he can talk without stuttering if his family’s fundraising efforts are enough to buy a $4,900 device.  His mother, a teacher in the Dayton Public Schools, said her insurance will not pay for the “Speech Easy” device made by Janus Development Group of North Carolina.


Isaac Clay’s stutter was noticed when he first began to talk.  His aunt, Mary McDonald, saw the Speech Easy device featured on the Oprah Winfrey Show over a year ago and is asking the community for help.


The device attaches on or near the ear and emits signals that help overcome stuttering.  Presently there is only one audiologist in the Dayton area certified on the new technology and has offered to come to Trotwood to demonstrate the system.


“Isaac is a bright child and it saddens me to see him suffer with this condition,” said McDonald who also serves on the Trotwood City Council.  She said despite the difficulty communicating and teasing from his classmates, Clay is doing well in school and will take his Karate black belt test this summer.


McDonald is hosting a fundraiser at her home on August 5 from 4-6pm at 3687 Mandalay Dr.  Following a demonstration of the Speech Easy device, there will be a reception and music provided by local jazzman Deron Bell and the Jazz For You Band.
