Results Will Move T-M To Continuous Improvement

“Our preliminary results from the state show that Trotwood-Madison has improved to Continuous Improvement,” said an exuberant Superintendent Lowell Draffen on Thursday morning.  This is Trotwood’s best showing since the state began the proficiency grading system about 10 years ago.


Draffen also pointed out that the preliminary figures do not bode as well for the area’s charter schools.  “If parents would take a hard look at the rankings, the charter schools have not been able to deliver.


Trotwood-Madison City Schools have lost over 700 students (mostly elementary) to area charter schools.


Trotwood’s proficiency was ranked academic emergency for many years, the lowest on the scale.  In the last few years they improved to the next higher rank of academic watch, and will now rise to the next level of continuous improvement.


The new rankings due out in a few weeks are welcome news in the community.  “That is great news, we’ve been waiting on this,” said Trotwood vice-mayor Joyce Sutton Cameron.  “It shows the focus of the board and administration is on the children of our community.


Cameron is also co-founder and chief operating officer at HighRise Services, an after school tutoring organization in Jefferson Township serving over 200 students each year.


Draffen says the district has been working hard to improve the scores and wants to keep going right up the ladder.  “The results speak for themselves.”

Shooter, Driver Charged In Townview Drive-By

Trotwood police convinced county prosecutors to bring charges late Tuesday against two young Dayton men in connection with a drive-by shooting Sunday near Dayton’s border.  No one was hurt when several males opened fire on a home in the 1500 block of Graham Place in Trotwood’s Townview neighborhood around midnight.


Police pulled over a car leaving the area shortly after the incident and discovered a gun.  Two occupants fled the scene and three others were detained.


Trotwood investigators interviewed the suspects and reviewed evidence on Monday and Tuesday morning to present to the county prosecutors office.

 
“Two out of three isn’t bad,” said Trotwood Safety Services Director Mike Etter after the charges were announced.  Desmond Hill, 19 was charged with discharging a firearm and other charges and the driver Roland Ramey, 18 was charged with several counts of complicity.  The third suspect was released.


Etter said they are still looking for the other two suspects and ask anyone with information to please call the detective section at 854-3988.

Two New Elementaries To Replace Six Old Buildings

Just a few years ago there were six elementary schools in Trotwood.  By this time next year there will be only two.


Construction is in full swing on Trotwood-Madison’s Madison Park and Westbrooke Elementary Schools.  The buildings will be identical except for unique color schemes that will personalize each building.  And if all goes according to the well-laid plans they will be ready in time for the 2007-2008 school year.


The district is well on its way to implementing their aggressive rebuilding program approved by voters several years ago.  The first class graduated from the district’s new high school this year.  A K-1 building also under construction should be ready by next spring and a new middle school will open in the fall of 2008.


Superintendent Lowell Draffen explained that the ability to consolidate the elementary schools is due to several reasons.  “Our enrollment has gone down, and the state enrollment projections only support this number of classrooms,” said Draffen.  Trotwood has lost over 700 students to charter schools and the city has lost residents, including school age children, over the last decade.


With the new K-1 Early Learning Center on Union Rd all pre-kindergarten, kindergarten and first grade classes will be relocated from the elementary schools (500-600 students).  Sixth graders will attend the middle school in 2008 after being temporarily housed at the Shilohview Elementary School next year.


That leaves only grades 2 through 5 in the new elementary schools.  The two new buildings are designed for nearly 400 students each.


Olive Hill Elementary School will be transformed into the Maintenance and Bus Compound for the entire district.  Broadmoor, Shilohview, and Townview will be offered for sale or torn down if no buyers emerge.


The new buildings will be completely air-conditioned.  Improvements for learning include all the state of the art connections for modern technology (for computers and the internet) and all new furniture.  Advanced security, like the high school, features many security cameras and automatic door locks.


Classes will range in size from 20 to 25 based on current enrollment in three classroom wings.  Like a three-fingered hand, the classroom wings connect to a central area that includes the cafeteria, gym, and principals offices.


From the outside visitors will notice both schools will have two driveway entrances.  “We’re trying to separate car traffic from buses and delivery vehicles,” said Draffen.  This was easily accomplished at Westbrooke along Westford Rd.


But at Madison Park, the second entrance was more of a challenge.  Designers chose to tap a new entrance from Berry St, a dead end from the subdivision near the school.  Buses will use that entrance while car traffic will continue to enter from Broadway through the adjoining city park.


Visitors this summer have plenty to see from outside the construction fences since they are well underway having started in June.  By the end of the summer most of the walls will be complete and the roof system needs to be on before the start of winter.


Gary Jessie is overseeing construction management at the Westbrook School.  He had the same role with the Skillman Corporation on the district’s new high school.


“It’s a smaller scale than the high school, but has similar challenges,” said Jessie as he stopped our tour briefly to give direction to one of the subcontractors working nearby.  The 1969 Trotwood-Madison graduate has worked many school construction projects in Ohio but the construction in his home district really touches his heart.  It shows with many personalized details already in the high school and more to come in this building.


Teams from several contractors are working in different parts of the site.  Plumbing and electrical work has to keep pace with the cement and bricklaying.  Everything is done in a specific order from a master task list maintained by Jessie.


Jessie looks forward to the finishing touches that will be added near the end of the project.  Although the exact color patterns were not yet available there will be a giant Westbrook logo inlaid into the floor just inside the entrance.  These elementary schools will certainly have their own personality.

Auditor Seeks Expanded Gas Tests

 
Tests on fuel samples from area gas stations by County Auditor Karl Keith indicated no major problems in terms of quality.  But Keith says he still believes counties should be permitted to test octane levels and water and sediment contamination in motor fuel to protect consumers.


At Keith’s request, weights and measures inspectors from Summit County, Ohio spent two days in the area demonstrating the techniques and equipment they use to conduct fuel quality tests.  Working with Keith and his staff the inspectors drew gasoline and diesel fuel samples from six service stations in Dayton, Harrison Township, Miamisburg and West Carrollton.


According to Keith, all the octane levels from the samples exceeded the posted levels on the gas pumps.  However, he said water and sediment contamination was discovered in some of the samples, but the contamination was within acceptable industry standards.


“This was just a very small sample,” Keith said, “and even though we found no major problems there would be no way of knowing that without testing.”


“With gas prices rising over three dollars a gallon, we need to be sure consumers are getting gas that meets quality standards.”  He added, “The new law signed by Gov. Taft last week encouraging the use of ethanol in Ohio makes a testing program even more critical.  Consumers need to be confident they are getting E-85, not E-50.”


Because Summit is a charter county it is the only jurisdiction in the state authorized to conduct fuel quality tests.  Ohio remains one of only four states without a statewide program.

Keith, who serves as president of the Southwest Auditors Association, said he and his fellow auditors have lobbied state legislators for years for the authority to test fuel quality.  He expects legislation permitting local weights and measures inspectors to conduct these tests will be introduced during this session of the General Assembly.


“This has been a legislative priority for county auditors for some time,” Keith said.  “We are optimistic that a bill will soon be considered that will provide consumers with this added protection at the gas pump.  This protection is long overdue.”

Did Trotwood Have a Cannery?


Just a note there was a cannery on Coffman Avenue.  The apartments on east side of the street are on the land where the cannery was located.

Trotwood Had At Least Two Canneries


Information about Trotwood Cannery(ies) is very sketchy but we (at the Trotwood Historical Society) do know that as early as 1896 there was a cannery called Eby Brothers Cannery headed by J.P. Eby.  See picture included of a tomato puree can label.  We were told that it was located along the railroad tracks - a good location for shipping and receiving goods. 


The cannery was in the building where Mr. Mustang is now located.  In 1906 J.S. Ulrich advertised that he had taken over the 'cannery factory  wareroom' and would be opening a tobacco processing business.  Many local people remember the Tobacco Warehouse.


We have some ledgers for the cannery and there are records that date into the 1920's, so we know they were in business until then.  Some of the records say Trotwood Cannery and we know there was a Trotwood Cannery somewhat north of where the Coffman house was (at Coffman Ave.)  This cannery operated in the 1930's (we're unsure of how long they were in business).  See picture of cannery workers circa 1935.  The cannery business was probably seasonal.  If it was shut down most of the year that may explain why so little was recorded about it.


There were canneries under at least two different names and in two locations but it may have all been the same business.  Does anyone out there know more about this?


In the 1935 picture, two people have been identified: Front row, next to last on right - Mary Cunning and Back row, in hat - Hobart Kimmel. Does anyone know who the others are?


Some of this cannery information and much, much more will be included in the Trotwood History Book project that will be published this fall.  Advance orders for the $34.95 commemorative books are still being accepted.
