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UTS Transforming JCC


Like many college campuses, today’s students need more than just good classrooms and instructors.  They demand a good cup of cappuccino or gourmet coffee, an overall inviting atmosphere, and other amenities that compliment the learning experience.


The transformation underway at the former Jewish Community Center by the United Theological Seminary in Trotwood aims to provide all that and more for over 300 students expected this fall.  This initial phase of renovation is expected to cost about $2-million 


Peering through the dust as crews work to meet the fall deadline, visitors can imagine the Starbucks style café in the extended lobby that will eventually connect through to the proposed site of a future chapel for the students.  Off to the right the former gym is being transformed into a state of the art library and media center.


The UTS Library boasts one of the best theological book collections in the mid-west with some volumes dating back 135 years.  This is just the right fit that helps attract masters and doctorate students seeking to become tomorrow’s church leaders.


The school offers over 40 courses each semester.  “This spring we had 341 students in the masters or doctors programs,” said Edwin Zeiders, President.  Since they do not offer an undergraduate program their students tend to be older, currently the average age is 38.


Before choosing the Trotwood location Zeiders said they looked at 9 other sites in Montgomery County.  They were really intrigued with the possibilities of being able to develop an 80-acre site.


But right now they are concentrating on major renovations to the main building.  There are classrooms, computer labs, a video production training facility, and administrative offices that need to be ready for the fall semester.


Offering courses in video production has become a necessity said Zeider.  More and more, modern media techniques are utilized during church services and it is important for these future ministers to be able to master that equipment.


And of course they offer the more traditional classes for the discerning theological student such as “Paideia in the Early Church” or “Martyrs, Monks, Mystics, and Ministers.”  UTS is one of 13 seminaries recognized by the United Methodist Church.


Once complete, anyone is welcome to stop by for their favorite coffee from the lobby café.  Zeider also plans to continue making the pool available to area residents and expects to add other ways for everyone to find a use for their facility.


Until they build a new chapel, UTS has worked out a partnership with Precious Blood to utilize their facility for prayer programs and other functions.  A construction date for their own chapel has not yet been announced.


A public dedication ceremony for the renovated facility is planned for October 12th.

Heat Wave Ousted By Cold Front

Activity has returned to normal and was welcomed by many of this weekends events including the PGA Senior Open Championship at NCR through Sunday.

Did You Know?

 
For many years, the railroad depot in Trotwood was at the Amos Higgins building which still stands at 7-9 W. Main St. Later, when this building became a residence, the railroad station moved to a converted boxcar which was on a siding between Broadway and Main. In 1913 a depot was constructed at the end of N. Perry St.  Rail traffic through Trotwood declined and after a time of disuse the depot building was moved in 1980 to the southeast corner of Main and Broadway where it is now a museum. Handivan Insurance Skyrocketing

This past Wednesday was like most others since 1991 for Tom Cummings as he headed his van into an apartment complex on Shiloh Springs Rd.  Cummings as usual was arriving a little early to pick up his fare for a doctor’s appointment.  He is one of several volunteer drivers for the Trotwood Handivan and has contributed one day a week for 14 years.


Today’s ride is one of their regulars.  She heard about Handivan when she spotted one of their white vans with blue letters picking up a neighbor several years ago.  Now she uses the service two or three times a month to get to important appointments.


Trotwood Handivan is a volunteer service that provides free rides to the elderly and handicapped.  Coordinated by Marika Palmer, Handivan averages 220 to 250 trips a month for area residents.  “Three fourths of our trips are medical related,” said Palmer between phone calls to confirm the day’s schedule.  “But we also do grocery stores, banks, the hairdresser, and other types of trips.”


Palmer is concerned about the program’s ongoing funding faced with skyrocketing insurance and gas prices.  “It’s always a struggle, when you’re operating on a small budget it’s a challenge.”  “Right now our revenue comes from rider donations, church donations, and donations from area organizations like the Trotwood Rotary,” said Palmer.


This summer they are down to one van.  The other has been mothballed to save money in additional insurance.  And while costs are going up revenues are not keeping pace.  A problem being faced by all three of the region’s van providers.


A new task force has been formed to share ideas.  COAST (Coordinated Outreach for Area Wide Transportation) was recently established by the Miami Valley Regional Planning Commission.  The Brookville and Miami County services have joined with Trotwood Handivan to discuss better ways to provide transportation solutions for seniors.


“We have been getting some grants,” she says, “but they are only Band-Aid solutions so far.”  They have a variety of fundraisers during the year including a dinner and now they have added a car wash in August.  With an annual budget of $20-30,000 it takes a lot of small donations to keep them running.


Palmer hopes to find some new annual sponsors to help, and welcomes both large organizations and individuals to participate.  And if you can’t afford to help financially they are always looking for more volunteer drivers and office help.


Handivan takes qualified riders to destinations throughout Montgomery County.  “I would love to see us on a little more sure footing and for Trotwood Handivan to be known a little better,” Palmer said.  “I think we are providing a great service and have wonderful volunteers.”

New High School Open House Set

The Trotwood-Madison City Schools is unveiling its new high school with a dedication on Sunday August 28, 2005.  The ceremony will start at 3:00pm and will be held in the new football stadium.

Following the ceremony there will be an open house from 4:00 to 6:00pm.  Both the ceremony and the open house are open to the public. The new high school is located at 4440 North Union Road in Trotwood between Shiloh Springs Road and Wolf Creek Pike.  In case of inclement weather the ceremony will be held in the new auditorium. 

 
The former Trotwood-Madison High School consists of three buildings connected by breezeways the oldest of which was built in 1923 with additions in 1950, 1957 and 1968.  In May of 2002 voters approved a bond issue in a vote of 2,179 to 1,808 allowing the district to start the process of construction of the new high school.  A groundbreaking ceremony was held May 2, 2003 with site preparation and construction starting shortly afterward. 

 
The new facility is located on 146 acres that was formerly farmland.  Now the site includes a stadium with a running track, athletic practice fields, a baseball field, softball field, tennis courts, 7,968 square foot Locker/Concessions building, storage building and a state-of-the-art  high school.  The new 230,361 square foot Trotwood-Madison High School has a two story academic wing with classrooms, science labs and a media center.  There are 3 additional computer labs and a large group lecture room in the administrative hallway.  The student activity wing houses a 500-seat auditorium, a band room, vocal music room, and a natatorium with an eight-lane competition swimming pool with a diving well and a shallow area to teach swimming.  The field house seats 2,400 spectators.  An auxiliary gym, a wrestling room, and a weight room finish off the activity center.
