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Leaf Pickup Service May Be Discontinued

Trotwood City Council did not act to authorize an additional street levy for the fall ballot at the August 1 meeting.  They are expected to send two renewal street levies to voters in November and that action is expected at their next meeting.


Public Works Director Thomas Odenigbo had asked the city council to seek additional funds.  He said that without any increase for next year he would have to reduce the size of the street department, eliminate leaf pickup and reduce snow removal services.  The change should not affect this year’s leaf pickup.


Trotwood Mayor Donald McLaurin said, “they will have to take a close look at their budget.”  “No doubt, some services will have to be reduced.”


“People just aren’t happy with new taxes”, said Councilmember Barbara Staggs.  “The need is there, but I just don’t think it would fly (with the voters) right now.”


Trotwood’s finance department has already begun working on the 2006 budget and is faced with rising costs and nearly flat revenues in all departments.  Next year’s budget is usually presented to city council in November.

Accidents Down, Tickets Up

Trotwood traffic accidents are on the downswing thanks to increased speeding enforcement in the city.  Paid for by a Law Enforcement Overtime Grant, Trotwood police have concentrated their efforts on areas where accidents occur.  Two hundred speeding citations were issued in the first three months of this year.


According to a crash analysis report prepared by Patrolman Bob Cairo, accidents related to speed in the second quarter were noticeably lower.  Of the 134 crashes occurring in the second quarter 44% were speed related.  On Salem Ave. where enforcement was concentrated, 38.9% of the crashes were speed related.


Safety Services Director Mike Etter said, “Bob is doing and excellent job of compiling the data.”  Using the collected information shows how the enforcement efforts are paying off for the city.  Etter expects the department to seek additional grants to continue the program.


Among the statistics collected was seat belt usage.  They have seen seatbelt usage rise to 65% compared to 54% a year ago.  Etter said to buckle up because they are still targeting seat belt use.  Statewide 76% of Ohio drivers buckle up showing Trotwood still has more work to do.


Cairo’s report recommends re-evaluating the speed limits in the Salem Ave. business district where 52 crashes occurred.  He also recommended conducting a traffic survey at the light in front of Wal-Mart to see if a left turn signal should be added.

New High School Open House Set

The Trotwood-Madison City Schools is unveiling its new high school with a dedication on Sunday August 28, 2005.  The ceremony will start at 3:00pm and will be held in the new football stadium.

Following the ceremony there will be an open house from 4:00 to 6:00pm.  Both the ceremony and the open house are open to the public. The new high school is located at 4440 North Union Road in Trotwood between Shiloh Springs Road and Wolf Creek Pike.  In case of inclement weather the ceremony will be held in the new auditorium. 

 
The former Trotwood-Madison High School consists of three buildings connected by breezeways the oldest of which was built in 1923 with additions in 1950, 1957 and 1968.  In May of 2002 voters approved a bond issue in a vote of 2,179 to 1,808 allowing the district to start the process of construction of the new high school.  A groundbreaking ceremony was held May 2, 2003 with site preparation and construction starting shortly afterward. 

 
The new facility is located on 146 acres that was formerly farmland.  Now the site includes a stadium with a running track, athletic practice fields, a baseball field, softball field, tennis courts, 7,968 square foot Locker/Concessions building, storage building and a state-of-the-art  high school.  The new 230,361 square foot Trotwood-Madison High School has a two story academic wing with classrooms, science labs and a media center.  There are 3 additional computer labs and a large group lecture room in the administrative hallway.  The student activity wing houses a 500-seat auditorium, a band room, vocal music room, and a natatorium with an eight-lane competition swimming pool with a diving well and a shallow area to teach swimming.  The field house seats 2,400 spectators.  An auxiliary gym, a wrestling room, and a weight room finish off the activity center.
