High School Advances To Effective

High school bells were ringing louder this week as officials received preliminary word that Trotwood-Madison High School will rise to an Effective rating on the state’s report card.  The official state rankings are due to be released August 15.


Principal Gerald Cox said Friday he is proud of the students and staff.  “This is such a boost for us,” said Cox after receiving the news on Thursday.  “As team leader my expectations are very high, but it’s the students and teachers that are doing the work.”


Cox said it would take a long paper to explain all the factors that contributed to the high school’s move up from continuous improvement.  He did highlight additional district provided development for the teaching staff and curriculum mapping as major components.


When Cox came to Trotwood three years ago few believed his vision to move the high school to an excellent rating in five years (the state’s highest rating).  Now he believes he is just a year away from that goal which will be ahead of his original schedule.


“That is absolutely wonderful,” said school board president Teena Davis.  “That’s our goal to keep kids from leaving the system when they get to high school age.”


Attendance has been growing at the high school.  Cox attributes that to the improved academic ratings and the new campus.  “We are already seeing kids returning from the Charter Schools.”

2004-5 attendance was 1024 and today it has reached 1150.


“This just shows that it’s working,” said Davis.  “This is outstanding not just for the schools but for the whole community.”


Davis said the board has supported the superintendent and administration and in the last four years they have really found the focus to move up.


“It couldn’t come at a better time,” she said with the city’s attentions on the Salem Mall and redevelopment.  “Investors won’t be able to say they won’t come because of the schools anymore.”

Dayton Metro Library Goes Mobile


The Dayton Metro Library unveils the latest vehicle in its expanding Outreach Services, the new Lobby Stop Library.  This vehicle, which will serve residents of retirement and senior centers, was unveiled at a ceremony on Thursday, August 3, at the Richard A. Ellison Senior Center, 2414 W. Third Street in Dayton.


The new Lobby Stop Library is a van filled with carts of books, movies and music.  The carts can be rolled off the van directly into the lobbies and common areas of retirement and senior centers, where a temporary, full-service library will be set up for the residents, staff and visitors.   The Lobby Stop Library even has computers, so that materials can be checked in and out, library cards can be issued and online reference services provided.


“The new vehicle reflects the library’s dedication to serving seniors and others who may have trouble getting to one of our buildings,” says Tim Kambitsch, Executive Director of the Dayton Metro Library.  “We know that the number of seniors in our community is growing.  According to the 2000 census, more than 76,000 people over the age of 65 reside in Montgomery County.   Of those, about a third need some type of assistance for daily living, and many have chosen to live in retirement communities and assisted living facilities.  These are the people we are eager to serve with our Lobby Stop Library.”

The Dayton Metro Library’s Outreach Services also include a Kids’ Bookmobile, a full-service mini-library that visits schools and daycare centers and specializes in early literacy programming.  Additionally, a Homebound Delivery van takes library materials directly to the homes of people who are unable to physically come to the library.

Editorial - Trotwood Baseball


In Philadelphia this week I took in a Phillies game in their new ballpark.  The highlight of the game was seeing Chase Utley advance his hitting streak to 32 games.  Unfortunately they lost miserably to the Florida Marlins (and Utley’s streak ended at 35 on Thursday).  


But baseball isn’t just about winning and losing.  With nearly three pages of daily team coverage in the Philadelphia Inquirer the sport still shines through as a pastime for the fans.


Returning to Trotwood I found my inbox loaded with comments about Trotwood Youth Baseball.  Inactive since 2002, as detailed in last week’s article, it appears many in Trotwood miss the local pastime.  But even more worrisome is the possibility that local youth may miss the chance to be the next Ryan Howard, the Phillies first baseman.


Tuesday he played his first major league game in St. Louis just down the road from his hometown of Wildwood, MO.  He graduated from high school in 1999 with baseball dreams thanks to an active little league and lots of backyard wiffleball.


Right now that is just not a possibility in Trotwood.  The community and parents have let our local youth down.  Fortunately it’s good that a few youth sports survive, but not everyone is suited for football, basketball, track, or soccer.


The baseball program in Trotwood ran for decades on volunteers, fees, and donations.  With the disrepair of the ballpark and the four-year hiatus in the program (and counting), new organizers will face a daunting task.


The city parks department has gotten involved but they do not have any money budgeted for the effort.  They can however bring other resources to the table to kick-start the club.  From what we’ve seen from other area clubs, most seem to run themselves with the city governments taking a hands off approach.


It can be a delicate balance to provide leadership without discouraging volunteer participation.  The city has had some success with that but no lasting record of consistency.


Trotwood Youth Baseball has flourished on its own in the past but if no one steps forward then it is justifiable for the city to step to the plate to pinch hit for a few seasons to get the fans and volunteers coming back.


On the other hand the city must move carefully.  Expending money on the park without developing new organizers first could result in a field of dreams without participants.

Where did the traction line run that went from Dayton to Richmond, In.?  I know it went thru New Lebanon North side of Rt. 35.  RE: Traction Ave.

There's not a whole lot of info on the traction cars in New Lebanon except
that we found this reference in an American Heritage article as to why it met its demise here in the 1920's.


‘Interurban men, as a rule, refrained from the sort of “public be damned” shenanigans practiced by the steam-railroad barons of earlier days. There were occasional lapses, however. In 1924 Valentine Winters, manager of the Dayton & Western Traction Company, became involved in a squabble with the officials of New Lebanon, Ohio, over paving between the rails which traversed city streets. Unable to reach a satisfactory agreement, Winters disdainfully ripped them up and built a new line around New Lebanon on private right of way. “New Lebanon says Winters is bluffing,” headlined a Dayton newspaper at the height of the controversy, which may have had something to do with the name “Valley Bluff” which Winters gave the new station just outside town.’

In reply to a reader wondering about the old traction line, it ran past my home when I was a girl living at corner of Holler Rd. and West Third (Eaton Pike then) - a half mile east of Union Rd.  My mother rode it to work every day for ten cents a ride into Dayton in the 20's.  Stop 7 powerhouse is still in existence on north side of West Third (old State Rte. 35) at Knox Avenue.  My uncle, Herbert Nye gave a talk about the traction line to the Trotwood Historical Society last year and is one who really remembers the whole history.  


On another subject - the Trotwood Hist. Soc. Letter recently noted that the T-M class of '47 toured the new high school at a cost of $20/per.  I hope this is misinformation.  Since taxpayer’s money is paying for this ridiculously expensive endeavor, it is truly an insult to be charged to see it.  They later went to the Iams House to view their class photo.  So much for having these photos in the high school.  It's free to go to the Iams House.

Concerning the reader's question last week about the Dayton & Western (D&W) traction line, the line ran from Dayton to Richmond.  My grandfather, Orville Boor of West Alexandria, was a motorman on the line in the early 1920s.  There was an old family legend about how he was held up one night on the Richmond run, and last year I finally located the article in the Richmond newspaper for my family tree files.

 
I have a four-page extract on the D&W on my family tree files at home, but not with me right now (I'm on the road in Washington, DC right now).  I'll email it to you when I return home.  I do happen to have the holdup article on this computer though, and have attached it just for your interest.  This article is from the front page of The Richmond Palladium, 22 December 1920.  Go to www.TotallyTrotwood.com to read the copy of this article.


The D&W ran parallel to what is now US 35.  As I recall being told, the line did not go directly through New Lebanon, but had to go around the town for some reason.  But according to my mother, who grew up in West Alexandria, the tracks did go directly through West Alexandria.  The line went out business in the late 1930s, and the tracks were pulled up sometime after that.  Many people lamented the fact that the line was not there during WWII, which would have provided better transportation for those folks who had to work in Dayton during the war.  The article I will email you has a listing of the stops from Dayton to Richmond.  I'll send it when I return to Atlanta this weekend.
