Seniors To Get 50% Break On Storm Fees

Expect to see a new fee on quarterly utility bills come December as the city introduces their Storm Water Utility approved by city council this past Monday.


The $4 per month fee will be added to the trash and water bills.  The first billing will cover the first four months of the program at $16.  Thereafter the charge will be $12 each quarter.


Under EPA rules being phased in since 2000, cities are required to take actions to better control their runoff from storms.  Trotwood officials estimate it will take about $900,000 annually to comply with the requirements.


“The total required is subject to refinement based on a study now underway,” said Trotwood Finance Director Jon Stoops.  “There are millions of dollars of work to be accomplished.”


The fee adopted Monday will be charged to every residential and commercial property that has impervious surfaces.  The consultants are working on a formula that is expected to increase the fees on commercial properties based on their actual impervious areas and contribution to storm runoff.  That adjustment is expected to be ready next year.


Stoops estimates there are about 10,000 properties that will be included in the program.


Trotwood Street Superintendent Dalton Hines said there is plenty of maintenance work that needs to be started this year.  Just last month a new hole in Wolf Creek Pike was reported.  The 6” opening in the roadway led to a 6’ diameter area beneath the road that was undermined by a faulty storm drainpipe.  “There could have been a catastrophe if a semi had driven across that before it was reported,” said Hines.


Hines said there are numerous locations needing that type of attention as well as larger capital projects to build water detention areas.


High volumes of storm runoff cause serious additional erosion in area creeks that carry the rainwater downstream.  Officials have indicated portions of Wolf Creek have eroded to within 10 feet of the Wolf Creek Pike roadway between Olive and Main St.


Trotwood City Council, concerned that the new fees would be difficult for seniors on a fixed income, also passed legislation creating a 50% discount for properties that qualify under the county homestead exemption.

School Registration Gets High Marks


The team of registrars at Trotwood-Madison High School has processed 150 new students during the first nine days of central registration.  The process received high marks from parents, as waits were less than 5 minutes.


Another 80 parents were unable to complete the process and will have to return with additional paperwork.  Parents need proof of residency and a picture ID.  Students need their birth certificate, updated vaccination records and a withdrawal slip from their previous school if transferring.


Utilizing comments from last year’s registration, Director of Pupil Personnel Vivian Schooler has implemented adjustments to keep the whole process under 20 minutes.  Parents seem to appreciate the waiting area where kids can watch cartoons.


Schooler has even made a few adjustments since the effort began on July 31st.  Additional directional signs in the school parking lot now make it even easier to find the right door.


“Students not registered by 4pm on August 31st will not be permitted to attend class on the first day of school,” warns Schooler.  “And expect waiting times to increase by the end of the month.”  She will add additional registrars for the last two weeks but still recommends coming in the morning to avoid lines.


So far the most distant new students have come from Georgia and Virginia.  Last year there was a new family from Las Vegas.


The central registration for all grades continues every weekday through September 8 from 8:30am to 4pm and until 6pm Wednesdays.  To listen to a recorded message which details what is needed to register call 854-3050 x240.


The first day of school is September 5th.

T-M’s New Hours And Bussing Policy


Elementary school starts earlier, high schoolers get to sleep in, and no more district busing to out of area charter schools are some of the changes the fall in the Trotwood-Madison City School District.


Under the new schools times middle school students will be starting first with new hours from 7:20 to 2:10.  All four elementary schools will have the same hours of 7:55 to 3:05.  And the high school classes will meet from 9:00 to 4:00.


The new hours were selected after reviewing results from national studies that indicated these are the best times for learning for each age group.


Trotwood students that attend charter schools outside of the district boundaries found out last week T-M will no longer provide bus service to those schools.  In a letter sent by Superintendent Lowell Draffen August 4th, those students are being offered an RTA bus pass in lieu of district transportation.


As more students chose charter schools in recent years the cost burden to transport all those students as far away as Miamisburg also grew.  Under state law the district must either provide transportation to the charter schools or offer an alternative such as the RTA bus pass.


 The decision to change the transportation policy came a little late for some parents whose schools began this week.  While most understand the district’s need for the change, parents like Princie Fuqua, found themselves scrambling at the last minute to arrange transportation.  (See her submission in our letters to the editor section)


The district will continue to provide service to the private schools within the district boundaries including Trotwood Fitness and Preparatory Academy, Precious Blood School, and Dayton Christian Schools northwest campus located at the Crestview Church.

The Football Pre-Game Block Party will be held at the high school parking lot from 4 to 8pm on August 19.


The entire community is invited to come out and meet the teams and feel the excitement for the fall season.  Teams featured include football, soccer, tennis, the marching band, and of course the Rams cheerleaders.


Fans should appreciate the effort the varsity football squad has already taken to move the ball.  Besides the on field practices this week during the heat wave, they have been engaged in weight training since June.  There were 80 boys on the practice field the first day and the coaches were optimistic about the prospects for the season.


The first regular season Rams football game is August 25th when Meadowdale comes to Trotwood at 7:30pm.


At the block party there will be Rams merchandise, games, face painting, and other activities.  Music will be provided by a great DJ and the marching band.  Introductions of the fall teams will begin at 5pm starting with PeeWee Football and ending with the varsity football squad.

Trotwood School System no Longer Busses Charter Students


I hope you are able to get the word out.  Our community will only continue to suffer from all the changes the school board has made. In June, they voted to change the school time for the high school students (9am - 4pm).  Elementary students will be dismissed around 3pm.  This change will create more latchkey children in our community.  Many parents rely on their older children to provide after-school care for their younger children. On August 3, 2006, the school board voted to stop providing transportation to all charter and non-district schools except for Precious Blood, Dayton Christian and 

Trotwood Prepatory (a charter school). This information was not communicated to parents until August 9 in the form of a letter that was postmarked August 8, 2006.  Too late for parents of students who attend schools that follow Dayton's year round schedule.  We were not given time to make other transportation arrangements.  In lieu of school transportation, the board is willing to provide students with R.T.A. bus passes.  Members of Trotwood Board of Education should be ashamed of themselves. Do they really think it is okay to have children in grades K-8 riding the R.T.A.?  Children that young SHOULD NOT have to use public city transportation to go to school.  


The school district's continuous practice of making poor decisions and lack of consideration for parents will only hurt this city.  Trotwood's redevelopment success is at stake.
