State Confirms Trotwood Is Improving

Trotwood-Madison City Schools improved according to the latest state report cards released on Tuesday.  Test scores improved enough that the entire district is now rated at Continuous Improvement.  Individual building got the same rating except the high school is one notch above at effective and Westbrooke Elementary is one notch below at Academic Watch.

“It’s a tribute to everybody involved, parents especially have got to be proud,” said Superintendent Lowell Draffen on Thursday.  “We still have a lot to do, we just have to stay the course,” he said in response to what is next.


Draffen came back to Trotwood in 2001.  At that time the district was still in Academic Emergency.  “We’re on a road of knowing what to do and getting staff to understand all the contributing factors and keeping up with the data and how to use it.”


In response to Westbrooke not keeping up with the other elementary schools Draffen said the administration will make sure all the teachers out there know what is expected of them and hold them accountable.  But he said the teachers cannot do it alone.  “And there is responsibility for parents as well, they have to help their children get to school and do their homework.”


He is extremely proud of the advances at the high school.  “I think principal Cox is doing exactly what needs to be done.”


Draffen still has some serious concerns that he hopes to concentrate on.  He reported that ACT scores are down in every category.  He expects to set process in place to address that area.  “Our kids have to be able to compete after high school,” stressed Draffen.


He thinks most of the students ubderstand they need to learn more to compete for good jobs.  Evidence of this is the rise in the number of students going for additional education after high school.  Also up is the graduation rate that went over 90% this year.  “It wasn’t very long ago the graduation rate was near 80%, it’s starting to happen and we have to keep raising the bar.”

Lifeguards Dive Into Trotwood


The top swimming pool lifeguards from across the state jumped into Trotwood Sunday morning for the annual State Lifeguard Competition.  Twenty-three teams of four from across the state competed in the Red Cross event at the new Trotwood-Madison High School Swimming Pool.


“We are honored to have it here in Dayton,” said Susan Parks as teams signed in for the 9am start.  Sparks is the Dayton Chapter Director of Health and Safety.  She noted this is the first time the event has been held in Dayton since the late 80’s.


The young men and women between 15 and 25 all looked in great shape as they arrived with their gear for the competition.  Carrying flotation belts, backboards and even a regulation brick (that is carried underwater across the bottom of the pool) that are used in the 6 events.  The highest score takes all.


As the events got started it was apparent all the entrants deserved to be here as they pulled their first 250lb “victim” from the water.  The contestants’ technical skills and speed are scored by a team of judges from the Red Cross.


Mike Davidson from Blue Ash was pumped up.  Both he and his teammate from Blue Ash had painted Superman ‘S’ emblems on their chests.  “Three years ago Blue Ash took the top five places and were here to win it back,” said Davidson.


Parks said the Red Cross has been hosting some local programs at the Trotwood pool and said, “we wanted to focus on Trotwood, its new facilities and programs.”


Patti Abbotiello coordinated the regional contest in Cincinnati.  She accompanied ten teams from that area to the meet in Trotwood.  “We had a little trouble finding the school,” said Abbotiello.  Apparently most of the on-line map services still direct visitors to the schools former location.


The top three finishers for the day were the Hilliard East Team from Hilliard, Team Commando from Blue Ash, and the Dublin Pool North Team from Dublin.

Trotwood Joins Inclusive Community Initiative


This spring Trotwood voted to join with a few other cities to declare the city an ‘Inclusive Community.’  The initiative from the National League of Cities now includes 72 cities across the country as of August 11.


Introduced in Trotwood by City Councilmember Rap Hankins the partnership tracks its beginnings to an anti KKK rally in Clarksburg, WV in 1999.  The towns first black mayor at the time worked with a white (Slovakian) Councilmember to host a ‘Lets Get Real’ rally to coincide with a planned KKK march.


The rally attracted several hundred and “really brought the townspeople together,” said Clarksburg Mayor James Hunt who now also serves as the president of the National League of Cities (NLC’s).  Hunt spearheads the NLC’s Partnership for Working Toward Inclusive Communities that helps to promote equal opportunity and fairness in cities.


“Trotwood was one of the early cities to join the program,” said Hankins.  Since April ten more Montgomery County communities have signed on to the effort including neighboring Clayton and townships Harrison and Jefferson.


“Trotwood, in my mind, is one of the most illusive cites in Ohio,” said Hankins.  He believes Trotwood was an ideal choice to become one of the first members in the state.


“When you ask someone to name the best things about our community, at the top of their list is our diversity.”  “That’s why I thought it was important to join with Mayor Hunt in this campaign.”


Since then every city that’s a member of Dayton’s first tier suburbs endorsed the program collectively and then later endorsed it in their individual municipalities.


What is next for the citizens of Trotwood is to come up with ideas of things Trotwood can do to show its pride and diversity to our neighbors and amongst ourselves.  “I want to hear ideas,” Hankins asks.  “Trotwood is great place to live, lets share it with others.”


Hankins said that one of the things already in the works is a gateway sign post that will include the inclusive community sign.  Kettering held a city council meeting on inclusive housing to find out how they could attract more people to their city.


Hankins would like to see Trotwood do more than simply embrace the program in spirit.

Council To Send Charter Changes To Voters


Acting on recommendations from a citizen Charter Review Commission, Trotwood City Council has asked for legislation to be presented this Monday to submit some of the recommendations to the voters this fall.  Commission Chairperson Michael Sprague presented the report.  He said the members reviewed the Trotwood charter as well as charters from six other Ohio cities.


Four of the five issues expected to make it to the November ballot are technical language clarifications such as changing all the text to gender neutral language and removing some items that pertained to the city’s transition after the merger.


The one substantive change will help guide future councils if they reach a tie vote on who would be chosen to fill a vacant city council seat.  Under the current rules if there is a tie there is no charter language on what should happen.  State law suggests that the county probate judge would be asked to break the tie.


The charter commission discussed this issue and suggested that the choice be made locally by a vote of the public.  The new language would require a special election in the event the council becomes deadlocked over the filling of a vacancy.


Council will vote on the exact wording of the proposed ballot language at their regular meeting on Monday, August 21 at 7:30pm.  After approval by city council the changes will be placed on the November ballot and require a majority vote by residents before being added to the city charter.

Foley Unveils Development System Initiative


“We have to think of ourselves as a region,” stressed Dan Foley as he highlighted the points of his economic development initiative during a press conference Tuesday.  Foley is making this the centerpiece of his fall campaign to win the county commission seat held by longtime incumbent Charles Curran.


Foley’s plan is to create a countywide Economic Development Information System (EDIS).  In essence a one stop center for potential developers to see what options are available for new development in Montgomery County.  Foley envisions putting zoning maps, statistics, tax rates, available property locations and conditions, and even a blogging component where professionals and the public can share ideas.


According to Foley there are currently 22 economic development agencies or entities in the county.  He sees this as confusing and believes that bringing all their respective information together under the initiative will make it easier for potential developers.  He said that he will invite Trotwood and the other jurisdictions to come to the table to help develop the mission of the system.


Concerns that the system may end up providing a lopsided view of the area will have to be addressed so the end result stresses the region and not one particular city.  But he doesn’t necessarily foresee the system reducing the number of economic development entities.


“I think the Downtown Dayton Partnership plays a meaningful role, and I support the partnership,” said Foley.  “That’s not to say Trotwood and Kettering are less important, but until we look at the whole we are selling ourselves short.”


Foley likened the system to the joint criminal database he has implemented during his tenure as the Clerk of Courts.  Under that database there is now a one-stop shop for criminal records and complaints.


“When we got the 11 courts to share that data we now have 1,000’s of police and court officials using that info daily,” said Foley.  That database now allows police to find out if a suspect has an outstanding warrant at any one of the area courts that previously would take as many as 11 phone calls.


If elected Foley expects the EDIS can be up and running by the fall of 2007.  The costs to develop the system are not expected to be very much as he will tap in-house staff that helped with the courts database.  He did admit that some outside expertise would be needed to get different computers to be able to ‘talk’ to each other.


“We need to do a better job of using all the data that local governments collect,” he said.  He hopes the system would help break down the walls between jurisdictions and provide a solid foundation for regional collaboration.


Commissioner Curran had not heard all the details of Foley’s initiatives this week and points out, “it is easy to make promises as a candidate.”  He did say he would take a look at the concept and welcomes ideas that enhance economic development initiatives.


During his tenure in the county Curran has been involved with several economic development initiatives.  “I was part of developing the EDGE program and am proud of its success,” said Curran.


He is also a big supporter of the Business First program.  “It allows us to go out and assess each business, if we are going to have jobs in the future, we have to grow them from existing local companies.”  He also points to the Job Center’s rapid response team that helps employees with retraining when employer requirements change.

A Few Tree Huggers Wanted


Trotwood is taking a proactive approach to be ready when a deadly Asian beetle comes to call in the next few years.  The Emerald Ash Borer has already killed all the Ash Trees in Detroit and its suburbs since being introduced from a cargo ship back in the late 90’s.  Now it is slowly marching south through Ohio and is expected to reach our area in a few years.


Although the beetle can only move about a mile a year it has been hitchhiking its way closer to Trotwood faster than expected.  Last week the Ohio Department of Natural Resources announced an infected tree has been found in Piqua at the I-75 rest stop.


As a first step the Trotwood Tree Preservation Board is beginning to make an inventory of all the ash trees located in the city parks and other properties including in the right of way along city streets.  Using the inventory information the board will make recommendations to city council to minimize the impact on the community.


The board initially is asking residents not to bring firewood into Trotwood from other areas because it may already be infected.


A training workshop is open to all who would like to help conduct the inventory.  The board will be working on the inventory about once a month.  The workshop will be offered in conjunction with the inventory of Madison Park on South Broadway on Saturday August 26th at 9:30am.  Wendi Van Buren, Urban Forester at the Ohio Department of Natural Resources will provide the training.


Anyone interested in volunteering to help with Trotwood’s ash tree inventory should call 854-7227 or simply come to the Madison Park Pavilion on the 26th.

I'm not sure if this was within your control but I wanted to make sure my thoughts was submitted.   My 9th grader wasn't sure this change was taken place but I received my confirmation on Totally Trotwood.  This was a big decision that affects everyone in the Trotwood Community.  The article sounded as if the school board made the sole decision.

I believe a very important decision was made without the consideration of possible results from changing times for the high school students.  One problem could be the truancy issues that could take place (older students drive and they could find other places to drive off to, parents leave their home for jobs way before 9 o'clock and what about the older siblings that wait for their younger brothers and sisters to get home from school).  Will this change could lead to less students graduating because they do not come to school regularly and feel they can't come back because they are already too far behind?  I believe the change was based on a study from other districts and /or school systems.  I wish it was based on speaking with the parents on how this would affect their household. 

I'm not sure if my e-mail will mean anything to anyone.  I am a parent that will check on my high school son (he knows this because I do it now), I guess I'm just concerned about the other students who may not have a parent that is as vested as I am. Dear Ms. Kimbrough,

Thank you for your email regarding the change in hours for our high school for next school year.  One of our primary responsibilities as administrators of this school district is to provide the best learning environment possible for all students.  In doing this, we look at student data and educational research.  Because we have a 3-tiered organization (elementary, middle school, high school) decisions made at any one level impact all three.  Looking at Trotwood’s data, our largest deficit in terms of student achievement is at the elementary level.  For that reason, we found it necessary to add time to the elementary day so that our teachers can provide intervention to students who are not mastering key concepts in reading and math within the school day.  Educational research tells us that elementary age students learn best earlier in the day while high school age students learn best later in the day.  This difference is due to physiological and biological differences in children at these points in their development.  We also found that many of our high school students are tardy to school on a consistent basis.  Using this data and research we developed the schedule for next year that has our elementary students beginning their academic day at 7:55 followed by the high school at 9:00.  It is our belief that these start times provide the best learning environments at both levels.

While we are cognizant that this change may impact childcare issues in our families’ households, we believe we must continue to make decisions based on our primary mission, which is education.  We will continue to address truancy issues as we do now with two attendance officers investigating those situations.

I appreciate your attention to your son’s educational progress.  I only wish that more parents were as involved as you in assuring that our young people are being guided by caring adults.  Thank you again for your communication.
