Handivan Is Flagship For County

Trotwood Handivan is working closer with the Miami Valley Regional Planning Commission (MVRPC) since the launch of the Senior Transportation Expansion Project (STEP).  The study is to share ideas between the various senior ride programs in the area and possibly help kick start some new ones.


“Trotwood and Kettering are our two outstanding flagship programs,” said Kristen Frank the regional planner at MVRPC before last week’s meeting with the Trotwood Handivan board.  She is encouraging the programs to aim at expanding their boundaries and to see what they need from MVRPC.


“The biggest problem for all the providers is getting enough volunteer drivers,” she said.  “It is very rewarding.”  Typically drivers commit 4 to 20 hours per month.


MVRPC is working in conjunction with Montgomery County Human Services to find additional resources for the non-profit ride programs.  A portion of the Human Services Levy on the November ballot will be directed to this effort.  Besides federal transportation grants these programs rely on local donations and fundraising efforts to pay for fuel, expenses, and vehicles.


A 2004 federal study estimates the number of Americans over age 65 will double during the next 20 years.  They found that the US is ill-prepared to provide transportation choices for the rapidly aging population of baby-boomers.


The Handivan provides rides to seniors and those with disabilities for doctor’s appointments, hairdresser visits, grocery shopping and other getting out needs.  Similar programs are already running in Kettering, Brookville, and Dayton.


The RTA provides a senior mobility program but as reported recently it is very expensive to operate and without additional federal funding is likely to be dramatically reduced.


STEP will look at all these issues as part of a regional cooperation requirement that is in the latest federal transportation budget.  The yearlong effort is expected to be complete in February 2008.


In the mean time Frank encourages those with a little time to volunteer.  “In Trotwood Marika Palmer (the Trotwood Handivan Director) and her husband are the back-up drivers and they have been spending a lot of time behind the wheel.”  Frank would rather see their time spent on planning and management goals to make the service better.

Ethan Temple Moving To Trotwood

Ethan Temple is keeping up their every 40-year tradition as they begin construction of a new church in Trotwood this month.


The 7th Day Adventist congregation was founded in 1923 at their first home on Williams Street in downtown Dayton.  40 years later in 1962 they moved to the west side landing on Oakridge Dr near Gettysburg.  Push ahead about another 40 years to today and the congregation is on the move again to their new home on Shiloh Springs Rd just west of Union Rd in Trotwood.


With an occasional sprinkle in the air last Sunday about 250 church members and friends gathered for the groundbreaking ceremony.  “We picked Trotwood because it’s a nice area and there was larger properties available,” said clerk Mildred Sherron.


They acquired the 31.5 acres in 1998 and have been refining their building plans ever since.  The new building will include a sanctuary with seating for 450, a fellowship hall with a full kitchen, and classrooms for various activities.


Sherron is excited about the new design.  “We like it because it is a one-level plan and the layout makes things more centrally located.”


She said Pastor Harcourt King hopes to establish new ministries with the expansion and will gradually expand the facility over time to broaden their outreach programs.


Even though most of the congregation is from Dayton she doesn’t expect that will deter them from making the short trip out to Trotwood each Sunday.


The zoning and development plan was recently approved by the city.  The church has reached an agreement with the city to assist with street improvements at a later time as the neighboring properties develop.


Their previous pastor, Joseph Harris, was responsible for much of the original site planning and returned to help with the groundbreaking.  Also on hand were many local dignitaries and members of the 7th Day Adventist state church congress.


The new church is expected to be complete in 10-12 months.
