Reserved Seating Season Tickets Available


Reserved seats are now available at all Trotwood-Madison home football games.  The comfortable center section seats are being offered with the Super Fan Season Ticket offer for admission to all sporting events or in the Football Season Ticket package.


There are 190 seats in the reserved section and season ticket sales have already been brisk according to the T-M Athletic Department.  Individual reserved seat tickets that have not been sold to season ticket holders will be available prior to each game.


The Super Fan pass is for all home events including football, basketball, soccer, track, volleyball, swimming, and wrestling.  The cost is $160 for adults and $100 for students.  That’s more than half off the cost of paying for the individual events.


The football season passes for the five home games cost $40.


Both ticket packages may be purchased at the stadium before tonight’s game or by contacting the athletic department office at 854-0878x2.  Look for season ticket table near the box office at the stadium.

Five Transfers Will Start Tonight


This year the Rams have attracted a few more transfer students.  Tonight three former Meadowdale players will be facing their former teammates for the first time.


Carlton Peake (S, RB), Micheal Paige (OL) and Johnathon Saine (OL) chose Trotwood-Madison this year to be part of the Rams under head coach Maurice Douglass.  Also new this year is Tyson Patrick (LB, FB) from Wayne.  Carson Byrd (LB, DE) is playing his second season at Trotwood after arriving from Stivers last year.


High school officials are bound by state laws and may not recruit players from other schools but are often ecstatic when a strong player enrolls.  This year’s transfer by Carlton Peake, the top rated player in Ohio, drew the attention of the coaching staff and local media.


Peake has stated his decision was driven by Coach Douglass’s ability to help Rams get noticed by the bigger universities and attract scholarship offers.


Other reasons for attracting transfer students to Trotwood is the new high school campus, improved academics, but most agree it is the Rams competitive football program.  Trotwood is not the only school attracting players.  One example is the Centerville Elks who also attracted two players from Meadowdale.
