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Jazz Fest Delivers To Eager Audience

They came from near and far to Trotwood last Saturday.  License plates in Madison Park were like a mid-west geography lesson.  The first major pilgrimage to Trotwood for a sampling of smooth jazz sounds brought about 2,000 fans for the first annual Trotwood City Jazz Festival.


Now you might say that is a far cry from the 20,000 that saw Patti Labelle and several other performers at Paul Brown Stadium in Cincinnati on the same day, but that festival has a 39-year history.  Organizers in Trotwood not only had that nearby competition to contend with but weather reports that called for violent afternoon and evening storms.  As it turned out a sprinkle and lightning, delaying Trotwood’s show for an hour at about 3pm, didn’t even get the ground wet.


The delay came in the middle of local musician’s Deron Bell and the Jazz For You Band’s blistering performance.  During the delay Bell commended security for having a plan to move people out of the park away from the lightning so quickly.


“I think this [festival] fits well in Trotwood and is long overdue,” said Bell who has also opened for Oletta Adams, The Isley Brothers, and many more.  Having attended Trotwood Schools he is excited by any opportunity to expose new music to the area’s youth and he hopes the event can evolve into a summer run of different styles of music in Madison Park.


But today the average age seems to be in the 30’s and 40’s with more than half the crowd coming from outside the Dayton area.  Dale Woods drove up from Kentucky, picking up another jazz fan in Oxford on the way, Christine Adamow.


Adamow attended the Newport Jazz Festival in Rhode Island the week before and was happy to have something closer to home.  “These guys are doing Jazz in our community a great service,” said Adamow as they enjoyed a bite to eat in the concession area while the stage was reset from the rain delay.”  “I think it’s really cool that a little town in Ohio can bring wonderful talent here.”


Asked why she picked the Trotwood show over Cincinnat Adamow said, “this is the first ‘First Annual Jazz Festival’ I’ve ever been to.”  “I’m coming back next year and I’ll bring a tent,” as she indicated the line of personal tents concert goers brought for relief from the sun.


A little closer to the VIP area Butch Brown was talking to fans near TV-40’s booth.  Brown is the afternoon voice on Smooth Jazz radio station 106.5.  He credits the stations format for bringing smooth jazz to the Dayton airwaves and made it possible to bring those bands live to the area.  The jazz festival is “a partnership with Trotwood to bring this music to the area,” said Brown.  “This show really merges national and local talent.”


His station started the smooth jazz format in Dayton about a year and a half ago.  “Smooth jazz is an evolution to me, it’s a convergence of R&B and jazz – it’s more rhythmic and has more energy.”  He too thinks this could easily be an every year event.


Chuck Ostot of Springfield is here to see Boney James for the 8th time.  “I’ve seen Boney in California, Florida, Arizona, Los Angeles and Cincinnati,” he said as he carried a newly purchased Deron Bell CD from the festival gift shop.  He thinks the park is a great venue and security is excellent.  He hoped the organizers would add more food vendors and corporate sponsors next year.  He also offered, “I think they need more signs to get here from I-70.”


Jeff Kollman was also enjoying the rain delay talking with an old friend that drove down from Michigan to see him perform.  Kollman, the guitarist for Lao Tizer was mingling in the audience to pass the time before they took the stage.  Kollman grew up in Toledo but now lives in California where the band is based.


“It’s always tough counting on the weather,” said the versatile guitarist that also occasionally tours with a 70’s rock band called UFO.  Kollman has been tapped to produce Tizer’s next record due to start recording this fall.  He was also fascinated by the number of people coming up to him that he’s met at other shows in Ohio and Chicago.


Near the back of the audience area with a personal tent sits Hasson Diggs studying some advanced photography textbooks.  Diggs is from Dayton and missses the Island Park concerts that ceased about three years ago.  “I thought this was a little pricey, but it was worth it once we got here,” he said.  “This is a perfect place to hold an annual festival.”


Walter Beasley got the crowd’s attention back to the music as the show got back on track.  The Boston based group fired up the crowd and created a long line for autographs afterward at the gift shop.


“I was very appreciative to be chosen to help start this event,” said Beasley.  “This was my best experience this summer.”


The melodic keyboard sounds of Lao Tizer and his tight knit band were next on the stage.  “It really looked like there was a lot of people out there,” he said afterward.  He felt bad because he had to cut his show almost in half because of the earlier rain delay.  “This is a really professional put together event – really good people, especially Sheila Edwards.”


Edwards is the Festival Coordinator.  Her day job is Secretary to the City Manager in Trotwood and she is also a big jazz fan.  “Everyone is having such a good time, I hope we can do it again,” she said.  Edwards and the committee were exhausted by the end of the day, which started for them back in the spring.  She had a lot of help especially from Marjoris Townes of the Parks Board and Councilmember Darreyl Davis and dozens of volunteers.  The best thing for her was that the event “shed a positive light on Trotwood.”


For many living near Madison park, the first time they said they could hear the crowd was when Boney James finally took the stage about 9pm.  James is a seasoned jazz showman and got the crowd on their feet.  His high energy antics and R&B based saxophone riffs delivered as promised, a great ending for the First Annual Trotwood City Jazz Festival.

Today he is retired but the family business he started in 1950 is still piping homes the correct way all over Dayton. “We also did all the plumbing in the new Broadmoor plat in the 50’s and 60’s,” said Ivan.  “I don’t know if people realized it but every 4th house had the same color bathtub.”


He is also proud of the work they did in the NCR golf course clubhouse.


Ivan knows that everyone has plumbing need and cares about the whole community.  “We’ve always worked with the very poor and the very rich.”


His wife Clara, also retired, worked side by side with him fielding phone calls and taking care of the books.  Today Martha has assumed that role.


Over 200 guests enjoyed the excellent picnic menu and were quick to shake the Patterson’s hand.  At one time or another Korrect Plumbing had come to their rescue and they were grateful for the opportunity to help them celebrate all their years in business.

In the last few weeks prices at the gas pump have soared as high as $2.68 for regular.  This has some wondering how to plan for their winter heating.  For those using bottled gas or home heating oil the question is whether to get a summer fill or wait to see if prices will come back down.


“The people that give you predictions are just giving you their opinion,” say Kevin Mote, whose company serves many heating oil customers in Trotwood.  “The latest run-ups were due to a refinery power outage and hurricane scares.”  “For the long term it’s going to depend on demand around the world.”


Kevin Mote Petroleum Distributor, Inc. in Laura serves many customers in the region and he follows price fluctuations carefully to be able to meet his customers needs.  “The last two years the price dips have been in February, June and October, I don’t know if there will be any dip this year,” said Mote.


He blames speculators for driving up the prices since national inventories are still within the averages.  He is also seeing the loss of jobs in the area making the higher prices cause more hardship when it comes to buying heating oil.


This year Mote is letting his customers choose whether to take the summer fill.  In the past the summer fill price usually ends up being less than the fall and winter prices.  “The market always seems to go down slower than it goes up,” laments Mote.  He thinks this year people will buy fuel as they need it rather than stock up early.
