Bussing To Charter Schools Reconsidered


The Trotwood-Madison School Board rescinded their earlier decision to discontinue bussing students to charter and private schools outside of the district boundaries.  Instead they have initiated a case-by-case process to consider providing buses to some out of district schools.


Thursday school officials delivered information packages to the area charter and private schools that were affected by the decision.  Included are request forms that must be completed by each parent requesting transportation.  The forms are due back in by September 15 and are also available at the board of education building on Broadway.


We will determine the practicality of each situation,” said Dr. Lowell Draffen, superintendent of schools.  “If it makes financial sense we will provide transportation.”


Draffen said the sheer number of schools scattered across the county drove the original decision.  “The bottom line is we don’t have the number of bus drivers necessary to cover all these routes.”


But in order to be fair, Draffen said the administration has changed course.  Based on requests, when there are sufficient numbers at a particular location then they will provide transportation.  Last year there were many situations where a bus delivered one or two students to a location.


Administrators will review all the requests by September 18 and make recommendations to the school board by September 21st.  If all goes according to plan busses will be rolling to some of the charter schools beginning October 2nd.

High Gas Prices Lead To Expensive Repairs


With higher gas prices more Trotwood residents are having to replace the fuel pumps in their cars.  “I think people are waiting till the last minute to fill their tanks, hoping that gas prices go down a nickel,” said Tim Steiner.  “What they don’t realize is the gas in the tank acts as a coolant so the in-tank pump won’t overheat,” he said.


Steiner, the owner of Tim’s Car Care on Trotwood Blvd., said he has been replacing far more fuel pumps than ever before.  The culprit is letting the fuel level remain below a quarter tank for an extended period.


In-tank electric fuel pumps need a quarter tank of gas to be completely submersed.  “Is saving that extra few cents on gas worth risking a $300-$700 fuel pump?” asks Steiner.


He relates it to a radiator coolant leak.  If you lose coolant you should stop driving your car.  He says an engine can overheat quickly costing $1,000s to repair.


He said there are better ways to save money on gasoline.  “Have your gas cap checked, just evaporation can cost you three gallons a week,” he said.  Most shops can perform a pressure test when you get your oil changed.


Steiner said the number one thing drivers can do to improve fuel mileage is to have their air filters checked.  He showed a filter that he recently replaced for a customer that was clogged with dirt, grime, leaves, and debris.  “I’ll bet I gave this customer an extra six miles a gallon.”


After that, Steiner recommends checking the tire pressure, engine maintenance, wheel alignment, and not racing between stoplights as other ways to save.

Zoning Appeals Draw Crowd


About 30 residents attended a city council public hearing last week over two zoning decisions that were appealed to council.


The first appeal asked for the reversal of denied rezoning by the Planning Commission for a property on Horrell Rd.  The owner has a two family house on an eight-acre parcel that was rezoned in 1999 to single family.  The 1999 rezoning was part of the citywide comprehensive plan and zoning review conducted after the merger with Madison Township.  The home was built prior to the merger when it was zoned two-family by the township.


Residents in the predominately single-family neighborhood were opposed to allowing additional multi-family homes to be built on the street.  One resident believed that the rezoning would permit up to 25 or 30 additional doubles to be constructed.


Acting Planning and Zoning Administrator David Lyons supported the rezoning.  He explained to the council that the owners recently tried to refinance the existing home but were denied because the home is a ‘non-conforming use’ in the single-family zoning district.


The owners Marek and Maria Fiszlewicz testified that they would only build 3 or 4 additional units on the site.  City council denied the request after concerns that the zoning change as recommended would permit higher density than 3 or 4.


City officials are working to find a different resolution to satisfy the owners.


The second appeal came from the Board of Zoning Appeals (BZA).  They denied an application for a variance to permit a 2,400 square foot detached shed on a rural section of Seybold Rd.  The denial was based on the proposed use for the new building is for storage of construction equipment and vehicles which is not permitted in the district.


The current zoning for the area is Rural Estates (RE), which does not permit non-residential uses in the district.  The proposed shed is significantly larger than the 1,288 square foot home on the property.


The city council did not act on the appeal but instead referred the matter back to BZA for reconsideration.

As the smoke cleared in the fourth quarter the scoreboard revealed the results of the blowout witnessed by nearly 3,000 fans.


The scoreless first quarter demonstrated the defensive capabilities of both Trotwood-Madison and Meadowdale as each team’s offense developed their strategy at the home season opener.  The second quarter would be much different.


By the two minute warning the Rams put 14 points on the board but the first half was only half over.  Those two minutes showed that Trotwood’s offense had deciphered the Lions den and they easily put two more TDs on the board before halftime.


Starting the second half with the 28-0 lead the Rams continued their drive allowing only one Meadowdale touchdown while racking up 19 more points.  Both team scored twice in the last quarter as both coaches gave all the players a chance for some time on the field.  The Rams final TD was a miraculous fumble recovery by CJ Peake who picked it up and wound his way 51 yards for his first time across the goal line.

Also scoring for the Rams were two touchdowns each from Tyson Patric and Roy Roundtree and one each from Alonzo Anderson, Corey Dickens, Tyler Paschel, and Mike Sawyer Jr.
