That’s about one hundred times bigger than the city of Trotwood today since the merger with Madison Township.

Do unto others as you would have them do unto you and find a way this holiday weekend, and the weeks to come, to reach out and make a difference for our neighbors to the south.  Both short term and long term assistance ideas are needed since it may be years before these families homes, businesses, and jobs return to some sort of normalcy.

Trotwood residents will have a lot of choices this November in the school board and city council elections.  Seven residents are seeking the three open school board seats while three of the four ward council seats face challengers.


August 25th was the deadline to file for the November ballot.  For the Trotwood-Madison School Board there are two incumbents running for re-election, School Board President Teena Davis and Vice President Deborah Daniel.  Reverend Joe Whitt is not running for re-election.  Also running for school board are:  Nancy Caldwell, Camella Douglass, Ernie Hill, Denise More, and Quincy Pope.


In the Trotwood City Council ward race, voters can only vote for the candidates running in the ward where they live.  In Ward 1 Joyce Sutton is running for reelection unopposed.  In Ward 2 incumbent Rap Hankins faces Catherine Walker.  In Ward 3 Mark Landis is challenging incumbent Ron Vaughn.  Ward 4 will select between incumbent Oscar Holliday and Mary McDonald.

High School Dedication Draws 1,000s

Close to 4,000 inquisitive residents got their first look at the new Trotwood Madison High School last weekend starting with an intriguing version of the national anthem featuring the school principal, a resident, and a student.  The dedication ceremonies on the athletic field culminated in the official ribbon cutting with a balloon launch of hundreds of red and white balloons.


Principal Gerald Cox, Deborah Smith, and Aaron Vance enraptured the crowd with their spunky acapella rendition of the Star Spangled Banned.  Superintendent Dr. Lowell Draffens’ welcoming remarks gave the visitors a glimpse at the effort put in by contractors and district staff to have the building ready for school.  Some last minute details were not quite ready, like the auditorium seats, but they still have a little time before the first bell on September 6.


Draffen also addressed the quilt controversy that surfaced earlier in the week in a letter from quilter Leigh Fellner.  In her letter she states “The "Quilt Code" myth is an urban legend that originated in the 1990s.”   “Eleven conflicting versions are now in circulation, each zanier than the next.”


Her letter came after discovering that a mural in Trotwood’s new high school depicting symbols from the times of the Underground Railroad contained quilts.  The quilts contained patterns that were thought to mean something to escaping slaves.  She has been researching this for almost a decade and has not found any evidence that quilts were used as signals in the Underground Railroad.


Draffen said the murals were commissioned to celebrate our students.  “If there is anything in that mural that is incorrect, we will have to take it as folklore.”


After the speeches the crowd took the main walk to the student entrances of the new school.  Inside it was like old home week as alumni and current students ran into friends as they walked the halls of the new building.  “Its big, it’s huge,” was the most frequent description as they emerged from the classroom wing.


2004 graduate Andrew Anderson said, “I kinda liked the old school, lots of good memories.”  But the new building got the best of him and he admitted, “it would have been nice to spend a year here.”


Markina Lacey said, “it’s awesome!”  “The computer center is state of the art.”  The daughter of the Westbrooke Elementary Librarian also noticed that the old school had no space, “this solves all that.”


Driving up from Centerville Beth (Foote) Pepper (1992) came back to see the new school.  “I love it, a tremendous improvement that will hopefully attract new residents.”


Little did she know that it already was.  DaBarah Pascal and her sophomore-aged daughter were also there for a tour.  Pascal is considering a move to the area from Cincinnati and is trying to decide which school district would be best for her daughter.  She said the school reminded her of a junior college.  “It’s got lots of technical classrooms to help students get ready for the future.”  “This looks like a good investment.”


1969 graduate Jeanine (Smith) Owens drove up from Cincinnati and echoed some of the same sentiments.  “I hope the new school brings back new life to Trotwood.”
