Crisis Unites Trotwood Church

The first real indication of trouble was the lack of heat at the Trotwood United Church of Christ last November.  The church treasurer blamed it on a problem with the furnace and they were waiting for parts.  But days then weeks went by with no heat and the congregation started asking hard questions.


To their dismay they discovered that the gas bill had not been paid.  Then other unpaid bills surfaced and money was missing from a rarely used savings account.  The treasurer could not explain all this evidence away and the police were called.


This summer Michael West was sentenced for embezzling over $44,900 from the church.


The affair started innocently enough.  In 2000 West moved to a new home a few blocks from the church.  “He was looking for a church in the area,” remembers the church moderator Susan Freed. And she remembers he became a really good church member, “always willing to help with things and he served on Church Council.”
In 2004 he was elected treasurer.


“Our understanding is that he had become addicted to drugs (oxy-contin),” said Freed.  It apparently started while he was being treated with some prescription painkillers from an injury.


Today the congregation is relieved to have this episode behind them and believe that West will gradually comply with the court’s restitution payments and five-year probation sentence. 


“One of the things that was a positive coming out of this is the people of the church have come closer together,” says Freed.  “Everyone has stepped up financially and our bills are being paid.”


At the same time the church suffered another blow.  Pastor Dan Flory became ill and passed away just weeks before the sentencing.


“Dan was always combing the community for new members,” said Freed, “and we’re getting back into that mode.”


On Sundays about 40 to 45 of the nearly 100 church members gather to hear guest pastors as the search for a permanent replacement gets underway.


“I see both as temporary setbacks, the savings are gone but we are staying on track,” said Freed.  “We are all ministers and we have put that into action.”


Freed hopes at least some of the money is repaid to the church savings and reports they received the first $50 check this week.  “We’ll get back whatever we get back.”


And the church continues to recruit new members, including a few this month.  “It’s my firm belief the church will continue and move forward,” said Freed.


Freed welcomes anyone to visit one of their 10:30am Sunday Services.  They will find a friendly loving group of people.

Cam Catches 103MPH


A report on the effectiveness of Trotwood’s Photo Enforcement Program at Free Pike and Rt. 49 shows most violations have decreased during the first six months.  Southbound Rt. 49 displays the most improvement with speed violations slashed from 23.9 a day to 15 and red light violations dropping to .9 a day from 1.3 when the program began last winter.


“We are seeing an overall positive effect on driving behavior,” said Officer Robert Cairo who manages the program.  “The reduction in speed has certainly contributed to lessening the frequency and severity of traffic crashes at this intersection.”


Cairo’s first six-month report notes that the most recent month’s average speed of the violators was 67.4mph on Rt. 49 and 58.5mph on Free Pike.


Earlier in the year the cameras caught one motorist at 103mph on Rt. 49 and at 83mph on Free Pike.  They also have three repeat offenders that together racked up 26 speeding violations and one red light violation.


Motorist caught by the cameras are mailed a civil citation with an $85 fine for either offense.  The camera enforcement concept in Ohio remains under fire and at least one constitutional court case is pending against another Ohio city for using the system.


Trotwood adopted the system because of several severe accidents at the intersection.  Cairo reports that there has been a statistically significant reduction in accidents since the cameras were installed.


Cairo noted that there has been an increase in red light violations from cars on Free Pike making the right on red turn to Rt. 49.  All the cars that were cited for the right on red violation were traveling over 19mph.  “This creates a danger when the motorist turns in front of a speeding car on Rt. 49,” said Cairo.  


Cairo suggests adding “Right On Red After Stop” signage to help educate motorists.

County Wind Generator Getting Good Review


Ann Collier says, “It’s pretty cool really, when the wind blows real hard it sounds like a helicopter.”  But what Collier didn’t realize is that the occasions when it does blow enough the nearby county park is making electricity and making money.


For 22 years Collier has lived on Olive Road in Trotwood.  The gravel pit next door has been transformed over the years into the county’s Madison Lakes Park and Conference Center.  A new addition in February has caught her attention.


The county began installing energy conservation systems in the park a few years ago.  This year they added a demonstration wind generator that has registered 3,357kwh as of the end of July according to David Schmenk the county’s energy manager.


“We wanted a showcase to see what is possible to reduce our energy costs,” said Schmenk who coordinated the installation and provides tours to interested groups.  “I’ve gotten a lot of calls, mostly positive, people are curious about it.”


The small modern windmill looking tower cost about $80,000 to install and he expects to realize a payback over 20 years.  The installation costs were about double what they could have been but the site had some unstable soil, which drove up the costs.


The park uses the electricity created by the generator and any excess is sold back to DP&L.  “If electric rates go up that will shorten the payback,” said Schmenk.


“We discovered a lot of obstacles in the process with zoning permits, grant applications and site conditions,” he said and now he is a better position to advise residents and businesses considering their own wind generator.


On a national scale the Dayton area winds provide a marginal investment return from wind generation.  Until the startup costs come down a little more there probably will not be many wind farms in the area.  But it is not impossible.


The Dull Farm just north of Trotwood has three wind generators.  The Dulls are trying to help promote the technology to the area by recently opening an Energy Museum there.


“It takes the right space and good winds,” said Schmenk.


“We also have a solar installation on the conference center roof producing electricity from the sun,” he added.  The thin film solar photovoltaic panels provide about 3% of the parks needs.  The solar system was installed last October for $22,000 and has produced 2,100kwh so far.

Collier at first didn’t understand why the park needed the extra power but when she realized they sell the extra power back to DP&L she changed her tune.  “I would put one up if I could, I’ve always liked windmills.”
