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Jazz Fest Financials Disappoint

The Trotwood City Jazz Fest results are in.  Disappointing attendance of 1,011 brought in $31,183, less than half of the projected ticket sales of $71,250.  The organizers further revealed that expenses for the event had swelled beyond the budget leaving the city with a $66,000 loss on the first time event.


“I was really disappointed in the financial outcome since it was such a positive thing for the community,” said Councilmember Barbara Staggs after hearing of the loss.  Council was warned that it might take a year or two for the festival to show a profit when they approved $50,000 to pay for the festival in April.


Spending exceeded the budgeted amount and Staggs, who was not directly involved in the planning isn’t exactly sure how it got off track.  “It was a positive event and should attract more sponsors and ticket buyers if we do it again next year,” said Staggs.  “City Council is looking carefully into this to ensure this kind of surprise never happens again.”


According to city officials, purchasing policies were not adhered to which led to some surprises at the end.  City Manager Mike Lucking has been looking into the situation.  “I can see there were some blurred lines of accountability,” said Lucking.  The event was presented to city council initiated by the volunteer Parks and Recreation Board.  “The structure was initiated by the previous administration, this is a bad situation, it will not be repeated,” said Lucking.


Lucking said an independent auditor will review what happened and he will take appropriate corrective action possibly including a change in staffing assignments.  “I am going to make sure our purchasing procedure is adhered to,” promised Lucking.  “Council has asked me to come up with alternatives of how we could proceed in the future.”  He hopes to provide Council with a full report in November.


The daylong festival on August 20 featured national and local jazz musicians including Boney James, Lao Tizer, Walter Beasley, Deron Bell and Chris Bowman.
Even with the lack of financial success Lucking said it is a quality event and could become a signature event for the community.

UTS Taking Trotwood Higher

“Higher Orville, higher” Amanda Wright told the crowd gathered for the dedication of the United Theological Seminary (UTS) on Wednesday.  The story of Orville Wright’s first flight with his father on Huffman Prairie was quite apropos on the hallowed grounds of the former Jewish Community Center.


The doors to the seminary were officially opened with a combination of sermons, hymns, and accolades under a big white tent erected by the front door.  Although some of the building continues to be under construction classes are meeting and future spiritual leaders are being nurtured.


The Wright Family has a long connection with the seminary that was founded in Dayton 135 years ago.  Orville’s father Milton was a minister that spoke from coast to coast and according to Amanda was ‘always looking higher’.


Today UTS’s long tradition continues in Trotwood.  President Edwin Zeiders welcomed those in attendance as representatives of the seminary’s past and it’s new future.  Speakers included Daniel Aleshire, Executive Director of the Association of Theological Schools in the United States and Canada, Wendy Edwards, Academic Dean, Marjorie Putnam, UTS Board of Trustees, Father William O’Donnel of Precious Blood, Peter Wells of the Jewish Federation, and Trotwood Mayor Donald McLaurin.


Wells pointed out that 27 years ago he helped dedicate this building the first time when the JCC opened in Trotwood.  “Dayton has always been a rock of ecumenism.”


McLauren welcomed Zeiders and the seminary,  “I know it’s been a long journey, 135 years, and I’m glad you finally found your way out of the wilderness to Trotwood.”


The original seminary started in Dayton on October 11, 1871 with eleven students.  Today they have 100 students and offer masters and doctoral degrees.

In 1809, when Madison Township was formed, it was required that all able bodied men between the ages of eighteen and forty-five were enrolled in the local militia. Each man was required to provide himself with a good musket, fusee, or rifle, bayonet, belt, knapsack, two spare flints, a pouch for twenty-four cartridges, or a powder-horn, a fourth pound of powder and twenty-four balls. November Election Coverage – Street Levy

[Totally Trotwood will cover a ballot race each week leading up to the November Election.  In the next weeks look for coverage of School Board, and City Council elections.]


Since the late eighties Trotwood voters have renewed two city street levies every three years.  Ted Fowler, Chairman of the Road Levy 2005 Committee hopes this year will be no different.  Issues 25 and 26 will be on the November 8 ballot asking voters to renew the street levies again.


The two levies of 1.0 mill and .74 mill, bring in about $375,000 to maintain the city’s 410 lane miles of streets.  That includes repaving, snow removal, leaf pickup and other street maintenance activities.


Last year the department got zero help from the city’s general fund and that is not expected to change this year.  Fowler said these levies are needed to keep the department running.


“There are no new taxes here,” exclaimed Fowler at a recent city council meeting.  These are renewals and will not raise taxes.
