Trotwood Attracts GM Parts Exporter


Trotwood City Council passed legislation Monday night that paves the way to have James Group International’s new facility operational next summer.  The details of ‘Project Distribution’ brought deserved rounds of applause from a packed gallery at the Trotwood Community Center.


“This action moves the city closer to this new industrial development,” said city manager Mike Lucking as he provided the background for the 400,000sf facility that will be built in the city’s Commerce Park and adjacent land.


Although the land is actually being sold to the General Motors Corporation the James Group, headquartered in Detroit, will operate the distribution center.  New GM parts and components will be shipped to the facility to be sorted and packed into rail ready sea containers for export throughout the world.
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“These are new jobs for the United States, the State of Ohio and Trotwood,” said Lucking of the 225 to 300 United Auto Workers jobs.  He believes the center will generate about $9-million in annual payroll.


The primary factor for choosing Trotwood is the rail access.  “If we did not have our commerce park ready or the rail we would not be having this conversation right now.”


One of the loudest reactions came when Lucking explained that there is no tax abatement as part of the incentive package to attract the facility.  He said they will use the Tax Increment Financing District already in place.  The school district will receive 25% of the property tax revenues and the remainder will be used to pay for land, road improvements, and railroad improvements.
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The cost of the improvements will be partially offset by grants.  A $500,000 Montgomery County EDGE commitment is already approved.  Verbal commitments of $400,000 from the state are expected to be approved at a meeting scheduled for early December.  There is also a pending Issue II highway fund application to help cover the improvements to Olive Rd.


During the meeting the City Council approved the sale of 49 acres to GM and awarded a $153,000 contract to ME Companies to design the Olive Rd improvements.  They also approved the issuance of new bonds for $678,000 as part of the city’s contribution.


“This is a great day in the city of Trotwood,” Mayor Don McLaurin said in closing remarks at the end of the meeting.  “This facility will likely attract additional inquiries.”


He also commended the city manager and city council for their perseverance.  “This is just the beginning, there are more good things coming.”


Lucking said the James Group will be working with the county job center and the city will alert residents when hiring is set to begin.   Hourly wages are expected to be in the mid-teens.


 The James Group‘s web site lists this September announcement: “Following a rigorous bidding process, General Motors IPC awarded James Group International (JGI) a contract to handle its global consolidation business. This contract will be handled by a new division of JGI.”


City officials said a press conference will be announced soon to introduce the new facility.
