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Hurricane Aid Effort Attracts Local Firefighters

[Trotwood Firefighters Bradley Harvey and Brandon Barnett spent over 30 days in Mississippi and Alabama working for FEMA after hurricane Katrina.  They came back with some vivid stories and hundreds of spectacular pictures some of which you can view on www.TotallyTrotwood.com   Over the next weeks Totally Trotwood will retrace their steps.]


Monday August 29 one of the biggest hurricanes on record swept onto the US Gulf of Mexico Coast with winds over 150mph and storm surges over 30 feet that swept away entire communities.  Trotwood Firefighter Bradley Harvey was already wondering what he could possibly do to help.


A few days later checking his e-mail messages as usual on Thursday morning he came across his answer.  It was a message from the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) looking for career firefighters to form 1,000 two-man teams for community assignments as part of the Hurricane Katrina Response.  After checking with his wife to see if she was willing to be a single mom for 30-days, Harvey called co-worker and friend Brandon Barnett.  After Barnett got an ok from his fiancée, he called Asst. Fire Chief Gene Lutz to ask for approval.  By Friday morning they were faxing in their completed application and at 6:30 Saturday night they were on a plane heading for the intake center in Atlanta Georgia.


FEMA greeted them with a two-day orientation and training.  They took the FEMA oath and hooked up with 6 other firefighters to form an eight-man team ready for deployment.  The three other two-man teams they would spend the next 30 days with were from Hanover Park, IL, Elk Grove, IL, and Balch Spring, Texas.  At 6am Tuesday morning they were on their way to Dauphin Island about 350 miles away.


“Just south of Mobile, AL we started seeing broken out highway signs,” says Harvey of their first indication they were entering the area with Hurricane damage.  As the damage became more frequent and more severe they neared their destination.  The only bridge to the small coastal island community was protected by a military checkpoint to keep out looters.


The Dauphin Island Community Center, their destination, was still standing but unusable so the FEMA Point of Distribution Center (POD) was set up under tents in the parking lot.  Hundreds of people were lined up to get hot food from the Salvation Army tent nearby.  This was to be home for the next two days.


The homes on Dauphin were built to survive a hurricane but all were damaged and Harvey estimates 1/3 were total losses.  Twelve feet of water had swept across at the peak of the storm.  Harvey and Barnett went right to work distributing supplies, cataloging immediate needs and registering residents for FEMA disaster assistance.


About 7pm they finished for the day and set up camp with some small sleeping tents.  The sand fleas were voracious and the group decided this would be the first and last night of roughing it.  The next day they were able to arrange hotel rooms 90 miles away in Pensacola, Fl where they slept each night for the rest of their assignment.


Their 12-hour days started at 7am with no weekends off.  The routine proved to be rewarding as they gave their new neighbors not only assurances but actual assistance.  Their stay at Dauphin was ended when the original relief crew finally arrived and they drove back across the bridge to their original destination Bayou La Bache.


At the POD in Bayou La Bache was a 40’ x 80’ tent packed to the gills with supplies.  Here the inland community was the focus of a 24-foot storm surge and everything was severely damaged. At one point Bradley, “noticed the homes on one side of the road still had their roofs intact.”  It didn’t make much sense until one of the locals explained they were in a low spot causing them to be totally submerged underwater when the strongest winds hit the area.  It was funny to think that the flood saved them until he realized that the saturated homes were totaled anyway.


This was one of the hardest hit areas they were to visit.  Because the homes in the area were relatively spread out they never got to see the full extent of the problems faced by the residents.  But they spent the day handing out literally tons of supplies.  Besides the water and ice they gave out diapers, six different kinds of baby formula, skin lotion, shampoo, soap, toothpaste, charcoal, and tons of food.


Their stay here was cut short the next morning when FEMA reassigned his team to Mobile just 15 miles north.  Although they thought they had seen it all, their trip was just beginning.


Next week the relief adventure picks up going door-to-door in Mobile.

Two Council Seats Face Opposition

He currently teaches political science at Sinclair and Central State University.  Totally Trotwood is grateful to have his contributions.]


Four of the seven City Council positions are up for election this fall. In District 1, Joyce Sutton Cameron is unopposed for re-election, as is Rap Hankins in District 2.


The other two Districts are contested, with incumbent Ron Vaughn facing Mark Emerson Landis in District 3, while incumbent Oscar Holliday is challenged by Mary McDonald in District 4.


For this article, all of the candidates were asked the same two questions:  What was your motivation in deciding to run for City Council? And What are your top priorities for Trotwood if you are elected?


The race in District 3 has two familiar names on the ballot.  Ron Vaughn is a 24 year resident of Trotwood. He has been married for 38 years, and has 4 children. He is retired from 23 years as public safety crew commander for the city of Oakwood, and is a veteran of the U.S. Navy, serving as a diver on a nuclear sub. Currently the owner of Clipper Courier Logistics, Vaughn is completing his first 4-year term on Trotwood City Council.


Vaughn’s reason to run for City Council is to stop deficit spending and return to a balanced budget. He supports reducing taxes, relieving citizens of financial burden. His goal is to provide services and improved quality of life for the citizens of Trotwood.


The top priorities for Vaughn are to complete the programs begun by Council, such as the Town Center project, the Salem Avenue Vision Coalition, additional business locating in the industrial park, the West Third Street Project, and the move of the United Theological Seminary to Trotwood. He also wants to continue to fight to stop the attempted placement of landfills in areas prohibited by law.


Also in District 3 is Mark Landis, a 49-year resident of Trotwood, making his third run for a seat on council. He is a graduate of Wright State University with a BA in education, majoring in political science and philosophy, with a minor in psychology.  He has worked as an Abstractor, researching prospective homeowners for mortgage responsibility.  Landis has also been a Teacher in both the Trotwood-Madison and Dayton school systems.

Landis’s decision to run for City Council is that he has a clear vision of what Trotwood should be. He feels that the best way to cut costs would be to share services with other communities, entering into Inter-local Service Agreements to save tax money and avoid duplicating services.


The top priority for Landis is to put a stop to predatory lending, because this can destroy a community by causing property values to fall.  He also wants the City to create Small Business Investment companies for agriculture and minority business, so that more economic growth can occur in Trotwood.


Voters in Ward 4 also have a choice this fall.  Oscar Holliday is a 31 year resident of Trotwood... He is the former head of the Northgate Crime Prevention Organization, and completing his 10th year as a member of Trotwood city council.  Oscar was a member of The Trotwood-Madison Township Merger Commission, which led to the merge of the two communities in 1996.  He is also a veteran of the U.S. Army.


Holliday has been married for 49 years, with 2 children and 4 grandchildren. He retired after 30 years at D.P.&L. He has also served as the Chairman of the Steward Board of Phillips Temple Church for over 20 years.


Holliday’s motivation to run for Council is to build quality service and improve the community by helping to increase economic development. He is a people person, and enjoys providing good services to citizens. Proud of his availability to citizens, Holliday feels that fiscal responsibility is the key to giving the citizens the most for their money. 


Holliday’s priorities are to complete the Town Center project, and bring more economic growth into the city. He feels that the city should be proactive in recruiting business and industry to come to Trotwood.  He also wants to see through many of the programs that have started during his time on City Council.


Also running in Ward 4 is Mary McDonald,  a 17-year resident of Trotwood.  She is married to Joseph T. McDonald with two wonderful children Alexandra Caldwell, a sophomore at the University of Dayton and Pvt. Daniel Caldwell, U.S.Army, stationed in Iraq. 


She has been a business owner for over twenty-two years and a Vocational Education Instructor.  McDonald has been the creator and organizer of many events, such as the free concerts held in John Wolfe Park, Trotwood's first official Christmas Tree Ceremony, Trotwood Inter-Faith Prayer Rally, Trotwood Mother and Father of the year contest, Trotwood Cake and Rib contest and many more. She is also the organizer of The Concerned Citizens of Trotwood, and an executive board member at The Dayton Playhouse Inc. 


McDonald states that she was strongly encouraged to become a candidate for city council by her opponent Oscar Holliday, after sharing with her his desire to step down if someone in the community would step up. After having been given his blessings and support, she concluded that she could greatly contribute to Trotwood's leadership given her personal and professional experience. 


McDonald’s first priority would be to work to involve as many citizens as possible in helping to reshape our community. We have a diverse population, one that should be celebrated and engaged. We also are a gifted community with many very talented individuals who could greatly assist in restoring Trotwood's greatness if given the encouragement.


All of the candidates are to be congratulated for deciding to serve their community by seeking public office. Trotwood is at a crossroad in its history, facing many issues that will determine our future for generations to come. It is a vital time to examine the candidates, study the issues, and vote for the future of our community on November 8th.

City Web Site Under Construction

Complaints from citizens and city council have city programmers busy improving the city’s internet web site this fall.  The city has contracted with BGH Emagine of Dayton to create a new look for easier use and lots of new content to keep citizens informed.


“Some things have already been repaired on the old site,” said City Manager Mike Lucking this week, while work continues on the new version.  The new web site, due to be available in December, is designed to be easy to use for people unfamiliar with the internet and advanced features for the more experienced.


Over the years the city has not always provided the latest and greatest info on their web site because it was difficult to update and expensive to hire outside programming help.  New tools now available have significantly reduced those costs and make it easier for non-experts to update the information.


“The web site has always been an afterthought, we’re trying to make ourselves more accountable to the outside world,” said Lucking.  With the new system he will have a senior manager making sure it is refreshed regularly.  Currently the only areas that have been kept up to date are the council meeting minutes and job postings.


Steve King of BGH said under the new system each department will be able to update changes directly to the web site on a regular basis.  His company recently revamped the city web site for Huber Heights and also designed Trotwood’s economic development site last year (www.trotwoodecdev.com).  “Trotwood’s will be easy to understand,” said King.


King’s design will include video and pictures.  They are proud of their ability to make the pages intuitive for easy navigation to get to the specific information desired.  “It will include information like where do I pay my utility bill’ and ‘where do I get a dog license,’” notes King.


One thing already changing as a result of working with King is the city’s web hosting service.  The city has been paying $500 a year.  King has recommended a service that will only cost $7.95 per month.


Lucking said residents can still use the old web pages until the new version is ready.  The city’s address however will not change.  Trotwood’s web address is www.trotwood.org

Change Your Clock, Change Your Battery

The Trotwood Fire and Rescue Department have been busy this month hosting community fire safety programs.  October is National Fire Prevention Month which culminates this weekend with the well known ‘Change your clock, change your battery’ program when we set our clocks back an hour Saturday night.


“The most common case of fires in Trotwood is kitchen cooking fires,” said Battalion Chief Richard Wagner.  Other things to watch for are dryer lint fires in the exhaust line and electrical fires tend to pick up with the cold weather as residents turn to auxiliary heaters to keep warm.


He also warns that smoking and cigarette lighters are another big cause of fires nationally.  Nationwide 3,900 people died in fires during 2004.  Smoke detectors and escape plans have helped to save so many lives Wagner said every family should have both.


Smoke detectors should be installed on every level of the home 6-12 inches from the ceiling and test the units monthly.  Escape plans should be practiced including crawling to stay under the smoke.  Get everyone to a meeting place outside and then call for help with a cell phone or at the neighbor’s house.


The next fire safety program will be Saturday October 29th at Wal-Mart.  They will also be offering a bike rodeo in the parking lot.  Asst. Chief Gene Lutz said, “we will go out and do a fire safety program for anyone that asks.”  They can incorporate different topics depending on the situation.  Lately they have had quite a few requests for fire extinguisher demonstrations.


Lutz encourages residents to pay attention to everything they do in the home.  “You would be surprised at how much that would reduce our calls.”  In Trotwood last year 38% of the calls were for residents over 65.


If you don’t have a smoke detector call 854-7270 and Trotwood Fire will deliver one to you.
