Red Light Cams Installed

Some new poles appeared at the intersection of Free Pike and Rt 49 this week.  Mounted on top of those poles are cameras that will record red light and speeding violators at the intersection.  They will be activated in December.


Trotwood Safety Services Director said that Redflex installed the cameras this week and will be testing them for at least a week.  “We will have a press conference to announce when they will be turned on.”


The cameras will be used to issue $85 citations to owners of cars that run the red light or speed through the intersection, which has a history of accidents.  According to Etter, the fine will be waived during the first 30 days of the camera’s implementation.

Two Die In Pre Holiday Tragedies

A car accident and a fire each claimed one life in a long weekend of accidents and fires in Trotwood before Thanksgiving.  On Thursday November 17th an 18-year-old Centerville youth struck a tree on Post Town Road.  He was on his way to his father’s home in Trotwood.


According to Trotwood Rescue officials the car must have been traveling extremely fast to push the engine so far into the passenger area of the car.  Post Town near Shank Rd was closed for most of the afternoon.


That same evening a Trotwood police officer noticed a home on fire at 7206 Little Richmond Rd.  Firefighters arrived within four minutes and were told by neighbors that they suspected the homeowner was still inside.  The 45-year-old woman was found overcome by smoke just inside the front door and was pronounced dead at the scene.  The fire appears to have originated in the living room near a couch.


On Friday Trotwood Fire & Rescue were called on the report of odors in a home on Marlowe.  They quickly discovered a small electric box on fire in the attic.  The residents were able to remain in the home but firefighters estimate the damage at $5,000.


Sunday morning firefighters responded quickly enough to a car fire in time to save the nearby home.  The car was parked next to the house at 1548 Guenther Rd and the fire caused some heat damage to the siding.  The car was completely destroyed.


Two teenagers and a younger sibling reported their Baker Ct home was on fire just after 10pm Sunday.  Fire crews found heavy fire and smoke coming from the one story ranch style home.  They were able to quickly control the fire, which was centered around a back bedroom.  But heat and smoke caused extensive damage to the home and contents, actually melting a metal bookshelf in a front bedroom.  Officials estimated damage at $45,000.


The fire department asks everyone to be safe and conscientious this holiday season to try and prevent more tragedies like these.

Trotwood Gateway Landscaping Contract Awarded


Bladecutter’s Inc was awarded an $80,209.74 contract to construct streetscape improvements on West Third St near Rt 49 by Trotwood City Council on Monday.  They were the low bid of five competing for the project.


The work is being done on both sides of West Third and involves Jefferson Township and Montgomery County.  Grants coordinated through the Miami Valley Regional Planning Commission will pay for the work.


The contract includes the completion of sidewalks and landscaping in the area.  Work should be completed by next spring.

Care Bears Donated By Lodge



The Trotwood Masonic Lodge, in a special ceremony, donated a supply of ‘Care Bears’ to the Trotwood Police and Fire Departments.  The Care Bears will be used to help comfort children at accident, disaster, and crime scenes.  The program continued by the Freemasons of Ohio was adopted several years ago to help children in need.


North American Freemasons have already distributed over 85,000 Care Bears as of 2004.


The bears were presented to city officials during the lodge’s 49th Annual Installation of Officers on November 17th.  This year Daniel DeAngelo was elected Worshipful Master of the lodge located on Union Rd across from the new high school.   In his position as Master, DeAngelo is the presiding officer and head of the Lodge. The title of “Master,” instead of “President,” reflects the Masonic tradition of using ceremonies and titles from the stonemasons of the Middle Ages. When the great cathedrals of Europe were being built, the Mason in charge of a building site was referred to as a “master of the work.”


Also sworn in during the ceremony to install the 2006 officers were: Senior Warden Bill Hoover, Junior Warden Jason Hoover, Secretary Paul Kulback, Treasurer Ivan Zawatsky, Senior Deacon Michael Abbott, Junior Deacon Andy Boyer, Chaplain Jerry Crawford, Tyler Fred Badiner, Senior Stewart Gary Fischer, Junior Stewart Rod Gutwein, Marshall Charles Imes, Organist Jerry Carnal, Ritual Stewart Don Overholser, and 5-Year Trustee Kenneth Shank.
