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Landmark To Be Nations First NeighborHub

Trotwood is slated to have the nation’s first NeighborHub shopping center and it will be called the Landmark.  The NeighborHub is the dream child of General Growth Management.  The new concept was unveiled at Monday’s Town Meeting in the Nigh School as officials discussed plans for the site if the former Salem Mall.


General Growth currently manages over 200 malls, power centers, and strip centers across the country.  The NeighborHub includes elements of these types of centers with the addition of non-retail downtown type attractions.  In Trotwood’s case this would include a Kroger, three colleges, a county library, a multi screen cinema, a basketball tournament facility and new government offices for the city.


According to General Growth’s Lyneir Richardson a NeighborHub is a shopping area you visit routinely, like a little downtown.  “It’s a place you would shop more than once a month,” said Richardson.


The broad mix of uses is designed to attract more visits to the site besides shopping.  “We are working on similar concepts in Baltimore, MD and Birmingham, AL,” said Richardson.  “If you can do this in Trotwood/Dayton, you can do it anywhere.”


Richardson said that Home Depot and Sears are definitely sticking with the redevelopment project.  He also reported that although nothing is signed with any other retailers, talks are progressing well and to expect particulars during the first quarter of 2006.  There is projected to be over 320,000 square feet of additional retail and restaurant space available.


The city’s lead consultant on the redevelopment effort is Larry Kilduff.  He is enthused by the response from developers.  “At first most of the local developers thought we were crazy,” lamented Kilduff.  “But the more we showed it to them they started to listen.”


Trotwood Mayor Donald McLaurin believes, “the NeighborHub will work here because the mall already was that to many people.”  And he expects our neighbors in the northwest will embrace it as well.


Over 100 attended the meeting in the new high school auditorium.  Residents, business owners, and developers in attendance reacted positively to the plans.


Demolition of the mall will be paid for with a $750,000 Clean Ohio Assistance Fund Grant that received final approval on Monday.  The demolition is expected to begin in January.  Richardson said the first new buildings should be open by the end of 2007.

Castlebrook And Brumbaugh Fires

Two more fires last week added to an already busy stretch of unrelated house fires starting just before Thanksgiving.  Trotwood fire officials attribute most of these accidental fires to the change in the weather and in some cases carelessness.


On December 5th residents in the Castlebrook Apartments noticed odors.  Fire crews arrive about 8:40 pm and went inside with thermal imaging cameras but could not locate any measurable heat in the area.  They also did not smell anything suspicious and left.

 
They were called back at 9:15 and were greeted by smoke in the apartment.  The fire had finally got going inside a wall between the apartments.  The fire was partially contained on its own when it burned through a plastic water pipe that extinguished much of the blaze.


The broken pipe however caused extensive water damage.  Six families were displaced by the fire and water damage.  Firefighters were extremely disappointed they could not find the fire earlier.  The cause was probably electrical.


On December 7 a 6am garage fire spread to a house on Brumbaugh.  Crews arriving found the garage completely engulfed and the rear of the house was starting to burn.  A neighbors siding was also singed.  The cause is still under investigation.  Both vehicles in the garage were completely destroyed.  The home was severely damaged and the family was making arrangements for temporary housing.


No one was injured in either fire.

Stop Topping Trees

Topping starves and shocks trees by removing much of the tree’s protective “crown” of leaves and branches. Without its “crown,” a tree cannot produce the food necessary for growth, nor protect its sensitive bark from damaging sun and heat. The result is often canker​ing, bark splitting and the death of branches.

Topping leaves trees vulnerable to insects and disease that can enter the bark through the large branch-end cuts. Once a tree’s physiological system is altered, disease resistance is greatly lowered.

Topping weakens trees because the new branches that sprout from a severed limb are significantly weaker than the original limb. Weakened branches are much more likely to fall in a storm or in other adverse weather.

Topping is expensive with many hidden costs, such as increased liability and reduced property value. Topped trees are expensive to maintain and may not survive in the long run.

Topping leaves trees ugly! A tree’s natural form is the source of its beauty. Topped trees appear disfigured and mutilated. Once topped, a tree will never return to its natural shape.

Topping will shorten the life span of all trees!

Tree topping, the indiscriminate cutting back of tree branches to stubs, hurts both trees and the environment! 

tips on how to : avoid topping
1. Plant trees that are a good fit for the area. Plan ahead and keep in mind the size the tree will reach at maturity.

2. Prune trees properly every three years for health and longevity.

3. Avoid excessive fertilization that can force a tree’s growth.
